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1. Mr. Kirkpatrick stated that the Director had requested G-2 to
relieve the Army Officers assigned to our

The decision as to whether or not Army Officers should be
assigned to other field offices has been left to Gen. Bolling.

2. Mr. Reber noted that had approached Mr. A. Sidney
Buford, III of State Department with a reques that he, -be allowed to
discuss with Mr. Buford and his people the subject of evauations. Mr.
Kirkpatrick stated that he, Mr. Reber and Mr. Douglass should have an early
discussion on the whole problem of evaluation.

3. Mr. Kirkpatrick, Mr. Reber and Dr. James Andrews will discuss
the possible transfer of the Liaison Division of OCD to OIC.
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It was also noted that the Assistant Directors were to be advised that
the PRC would meet every Friday at 9:30 AM. In the future Mr. Saunders
will attend these meetings.

5. Mr. Kirkpatrick discussed briefly the results of the Assistant
Directors meeting on 28 May, and in particular the Director's :comments-
on memoranda between offices and CIA proselyting.

6. The following items were discussed in connection with
visit:

(a) comments on security regulations.

(b) The Director's comments on agent investigations.

(c) Administrative support for Senior Representatives.

7. Mr. Kirkpatrick noted that it was the Director's desire that
his Staff, as presently composed, act in a greater measure as a Planning
Staff and that more contributions would be expected from each individual
member.

8. A brief discussion was held on the Department of Commerce's
attitude regarding "export of technical data".
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
