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Colonel Hansen stated he believed some procedure should be
established regarding announcement of travel performed by the DCI
and the D/DCI. He noted that he had already received inquiries
on the Director's present trip and suggested that in the future
release of such information could be contained in a brief state-
ment from the first point of arrival - i.e., DCI arrived in Paris
for consultation with officials at SHAPE. Mr. Larocque stated
he thought it might be better for us to wait until inquiries
were made. Colonel Hansen pointed out, however, that this lent
an air of mystery to the trip and might, therefore, cause
spe culation.

Mr. Reber reported that the minutes of the last IAC Meeting
are being checked by Dr. Langer prior to dissemination. In this
connection, Mr. Reber also briefly discussed his understanding
of the method to be used in producing the estimate requested by
the "little powers".

Mr. O'Gara'requested and received approval that only one
individual from Admin be required to attend our morning, staff
meetings.
