Mr. Wisner:

a. Briefly discussed the appearance of a former CIA officer before a
Congressional Committee and noted that State was considering recommending
that this individual be given a Presidential directive as to what he might .
say before the Committee. The Director stated that there was no need to
issue such a directive.

b. Stated that the Military were now thinking in terms of a Senior
U. S. Commander in Euroge in order to pull together all independent commands
located there. The Director noted that this was a return to "an American
Theater Commander!" and stated that the definition of a "Theater of War" now

-contained in was acceptable to him and to Mr. Foster. The DCI
also stated that he had not examined the remainder of the paper

and returned it to Mr. Wisner for further perusal. In connection with the
appointment of a Senior U. S. Commander in Europe, Mr. Wisner noted that he
had received word informally that a paper on unconventional warfare, the

contents of which would be more than acceptable to us, was being prepared
in the Pentagon. ’

a. Noted that another paper was being produced in conjunction with the
“"Southeast Asia Paper". The 3CI approved.
