rifle divisions, one to three tank divisions, the army artillery, and the usual

service units, such as various englneer pontoon units, a battalion of chemlical war-

fare service, recunnalssancs battalions, and special radar recounaissance companics.

This {5 the typicul composltlon of a combined arms (cbshchevoyskovaya) army; howcver,
varjations may be encountered because of particular local circumstunces. This

organlestion was adopted in 195G, when the corps was dlscarded

2. The army artillery is organic to the combined arms army and is a part of
the army's table of organizatlion. This artillery is not to be confused with
attached or relnforeing nrtillery (artilleriya usileniys). It is also distinct
from the divisional artillery which ls already included in the tables ol orpandzation
of the motorlzed rifle and thnk divisions.
