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SUMMARY

A petroleum storage area, secured by a
double fence, is located 18 kilometers (km)
north-northwest of Brest, south of the Brest-
Czeremcha rail line (Figure 1). The installa-
‘tion is served by a spur from the rail line and
has all-weather road access to the Brest-
Czeremcha highway, Brest Army Barracks
Central (AL-1) is located 17 km south. Other
military installations are located in Brest.

DESCRIPTION OF

Railroad Service

, A spur from the double-track Brest-
Czeremcha rail line forms four subspurs to
serve the storage area. The presence of
trackside docks and loading docks is unde-
termined.

Road Service
An all-weather road provides access to the

Brest-Czeremcha highway.

Administrative and Troop Housing Area
Area D (Figure 3) contains one administra-
tion building and two support buildings.

POL Storage Areas
Area Gl contains 1S vertical semiburied

The installation covers approximately 70
acres and- includes 15 semiburied, vertical
storage tanks, 100 horizontal storage tanks,

~one administration building and five support

buildings (Figures 2 and 3).

The area was covered by ten KEYHOLE
missions between December 1961 and April
1964. Comparative analysis reveals the same
general level of usage during this period.

tanks 110 feet in diameter and 60 horizontal

tanks

The horizontal tanks are arranged in three
rows with four groups per row and five tanks
per group. Heavy tree foliage obscures possi-
ble presence of additional tanks.

Area 02 contains 40 horizontal tanks of un-
determined dimensions in eight groups of five
each.

Six rail tank cars are visible inthe installa-
tion on April 1964 coverage. '

Other Buildings

Area H contains three support buildingslo-
cated outside the secured area.
