SUMMARY

Brody Army Barracks is located 2 kilo-
meters (km) south of Brody, covers 150 acres,
and is road served from the cast by the pri-
mary Brody-Zolochev road (IMigure 1). A
single-track, possibly narrow-gauge rail spur,
leads up to the northwest edge of this instal-
lation.
