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SUMMARY

A possible military storage area is lo-
cated approximately 3 kilometers (km) south
of Novo-Dugino (Figure ).

The area covers approximately 400 acres
and contains an administration building, 4 multi-
story barracks, 9 storage buildings, 21 support
buildings, and an athletic field (Figures2and3).

The installation is covered on 3 KEYHOLE
missions between September 1963 and October
1964. Comparative analysis reveals 3 storage
buildings were added between February and
October 1964, with moderate activity observed
throughout this period.

DESCRIPTION OF INSTALLATION

Railroad Service
The storage area is served by a spur of
the Novo-Dugino--Kasnya rail line.

Road Service
All-weather roads provide access to Novo-
Dugino.

Administration and Troop Housing Area

Arca D contains an administration building,
4 multistory barracks, and 9 support buildings.

General Storage Area

Area E is doubly secured and contains ¢
storage buildings and 5 support buildings. Three
storage buildings were added between February
and October 1964.

Other Buildings and Facilities

_Area HIl _contains_ 6 support. buildings. .

Area H2 contains a support building.

_Athletic Field

Area K is an athletic field.
