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SUMMARY

Dzerzhinsk Ammunition Depot West is
located 18 kilometers (km) wcst of the center
of Dzerzhinsk, on the north side of the Kovrov-
Gorkiy rail line (Figure 1).

The installation covers approximatety 1,820
acres andis composed of alarge, double-secured
storage area and a support area. The storage
area contains 123 ammunition storage buildings,
4 semi-revetted special storage buildings, 17
horizontal probable storage tanks, 9 rail-to-road

transfer/support buildings, 4 storage buildings,

1 probable administration building, and 3 sup-
port buildings. The support area contains 3
administration buildings, 3 barracks, 45 bar-
racks/quarters, 16 storage buildings, 32 sup-
port buildings, and an athletic field (Figures
2 and 3).

The area is covered on 13 KLEYIHOLE
missions between June 1961 and January 1965,
Two storage buildings were added in the sup-
port area between February 1964 and January

1965. The depot appears active on all coverage.
