2. On 19 November we briefed on the Iran-Iraq war, the internal
situation in Iran, more general Middle Eastern issues concerning Israel
and Saudia Arabia and Afghanistan. The DCI opened that session with a
short presentation on the organization and functioning of the Intel-
ligence Community. On 20 November we briefed on Poland, Central America,
and the NATO-Warsaw Pact balance. Because the session was terminated
early, the Soviet strategic and economic briefings were not delivered;
they are to be rescheduled in December. Copies of the substantive
briefings actually used are attached.

4, The briefings in general went well. There were a number of

questions, mostly from Ambassador Bush and Mr. Allen. Governor Reagan's
questions went largely in the direction of "what can we do about it?"
