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| MEMORANDUM FOR THE CHIEF, FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE

SUBJECT: Project AECOB

1, This project proposes a joint P&P-FI activity aimed at the Latvian
SSR. The FI portion of the operation, for which approval is requested, will
have the following objectivess ) ' ‘ : _

(a) The development and training of non-American agents who w111
be infiltrated into the Latvian SSR to serve as support points for other
operations and to collect operational and/or strategic intelligence.

(b) The establishment in Latvia of covert resident agents who
will assist other agents being infiltrated into other parts of the USSR, and

who will assist in the attainment of long-range intelligence objectives.

2. The following agents are now involved in this activity: CAMBARO/1
(in Germany), (T —1 (in the U.S.), CAMBARO/2 (in Germany),
CAMUSO/11 (in Germany), CAMUSO/12 (in Germany), and three agents now being
trained in Germany for dispatch into the Latvian SSR. '

3. Contact will be maintained with the agents inside the Latvian SSR..
by means of W/T (see attached Communications Annex), S/W, and by courier.

be Althoﬁgh no positive U.S. control over the agents appears to exist
at present, SR states that such control is considered of great importance

- and every effort will be made to develop it.

S. Both the British and the Swedes claim to have agents in Latvia.
When it is to the advantage of CIA, and when circumstances warrant it, the

British and the Swedes may be advised of certain aspects of FI operations.

6. Special equipment required for this project will consist of W/T sets
(provided by OC, see' Communications Annex attached), S/W material, personal
arms, cameras, "L" and "K" tablets, Soviet=type clothing, sterile concentrated
foods, rubles and bribery and barter items. '

9. Death and disability benefits to the maximum extent of $10,000 will
be provided agents recruited under this'project for infiltration into Latvia,

10. Two agents, CAMBARO/l ‘and CAMBARO/2, may be assisted in coming to
the United States through regular immigration channels.

RECOMMENDATION: Approval for the period 1 October 1952 t.hrough 30 September '
1953 is recommended. Such approval and the allotment of funds will be

restricted to activity carried out in direct support of FI objectivess
