The proposals cover methods of recruitment„ the establishment
of a program of partisan training, and the resuscitation of a Belorussian
newepaper now published irregularly in Bnnich.

2. The subject of further recruitment and CAMBISTA II's proposal for the
establishment of a program of partisan training for Belorustiaini. are boot
diees:id together. CAMBISTA II proposes to select about 200 young
Bolorussigus now living in Ooptern Europe for partisan training to be
conducted at some out-of-the-way location in the American Zone of-Gorettny
under cover of U.S. Army recruitment of Ws. Those men mould be trained
for service in the event of war, but it is .expected that fromitheir nueber,
individuals would volunteer for immediate action, which is to sem for
agent missions. CAMBISTA II stated that he woad go about recruiteent in
the following manners Tin Belorussian students presently studying at the
University of Louvain will be assigned the job of recording the military
histories and other biographical data of approximately 200 of their fellow.
countrymen now residing in England, France, Belgium mad other parts of •
Western Europe. This information will be collected during the fume* recess
of the university when the students scatter throughout various Weet-Inropean
countries to visit their homes. The action will be completed by the end
of August. CAMBISTA II stated that is was important to gather We information
now, oven if we were unable to see our way clear to supporting the eotablish-
neat of the proposed partisan training center at the present time. This
suited us perfectly: although CSOB wishes to concentrate on recruiting and
training agents for immediate action nad:gerefore cannot commit ourselves
to large-scale plans for training partisans for actual warfare,.we are definite
interest#d in obtaining information about young Belorussians in Western

Europe, because very likely some of these men Can be recruited as *gents.
wthers will definitely be of interest to MELOPE. CAMBISTA II has been
instructed to go ahead with the collection of this information, 'which we
are financing with 50,000 Belgian francs ($1000). (Each of the ten students
will receive roughly $100 for one month's travel .and expenses.) We consider
this to be a reasonable figure in view of the anticipated results,

3. CAMBISTA II attaches great importance to the establishment of a
Belorussian weekly newspaper. He maid that the most important war in which
we can reciprocate for his services in recruitment is by farnishing material
aid to revitalize an irregularly published Belorussian newspaper. The
newspaper in question is Bac l kawocina (phonetically, Batekavahohina,
meaning "Fatherland"), which appears in Munich. CAMBISTA II recommended that
the current staff of two men be retain0 in their positions of editor and
business manager. In the past, they have been able to devote only their
evenings to newspaper work because during the day they had to support them -
selves by other employment. The lack of full-time editors and inadequate
funds explain why the newspaper has been appearing irregularly. The edit:A-
in-chief is Stanislay.
