2. In an editorial comment on the above the journal stated
that Moscow Radio relayed Kirichenko l s speech in full an 2hth march,
explain'ng that the broadcast represented n translation of it from
to Ukrainian.

3. " TTkrainskyj Samostijni le' claims that this in the first
occasion in which the existence of the OUN has been openly referred
to by the roviet authorities. It roes on to say that "the rules of
Moscow in the Ukraine and the Soviet officials in Kiev have never,
as a matter of principle, formally mentioned the OUN nor indeed
admitted the fact that the "UN is a politieal factor in the Ukraine.
That they have done so now is proof that the Ukrainian resistance
movement represents a danger and a challenge which they can no
longer ignore or pass over in silence."
