=MI Latast Deoriontion Received as the istons of an
Undsraround Movement in the UkSSR

SOURCE	 An Amarican naturaliaed anises, tamale about 55
years of age, barn and mired in the *storm Ukraine,
emigrated to the United States in 1937.

I. the source visited in the USSR in the late aunmer of 1963, to
do research an international relations under the State Sellerteest
spacial research exchange agramsset, sad to 'visit her relatives. the
following latorInotion was reported br her to ARCPBSOVART/29. She told
bin abs vas passing this latorootios alms to him only after chocking
on the ANCASSOWARt orgatilastica with the FBI and CIA and became, in
her OMB nial, she felt it was the bast Ukratalaa emigre grog".

2. Having been educated by the Beallian Ordoor of Ramo, the
source has maintained a aloft ralatimagap with num and priesta of
the Order in the Bout. Strout, to the USSR, she was accompeated to
Rome and Poland by a aloes friend, a Mather Superior of the Basilian
Order in New York. through a Basilian nun to Lvov, the source was
put in touch with a Ukrainian Catholic priast in tam who personally
escorted her to, and tatroimed her to an amdergromai leader (I) in
LNOV who talked to her about the undargrousd.

3. X asked the source to establish a contact for them in the
West frost which they could eventually receive political and material
help. Be said they were eager to **maim* Americana that theft was a
Ukrainian muderground and that it was cativo. Oa was critical of U. S.
forsign policy, calling it short.eighted and passive end, therefore,
felt it would be batter to establish contact with a Ukrainian political
group in the West.
