People
were skeptical about the sacce„ss of such an experiment or
the benefits to be derivedAY the peasants because of the
difficulties they expected to have with all the faulty
farm equipment.
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3. Denied Area. There is a "zapretndlzona" in KRAKIVETS,
near YAVORIV. Large numbers of military personnel are located
in and around YAVORIV, the bulk located in a wooded area on
the Polish-Ukrainian border. Subject saw tanks, trucks and
other military vehicles in the area. There is a special Russian
grade school for the children of the military officers located
in the area.

4. The Russian-Chinese Conflict. Source said Soviet
Ukrainians were quite pleased about the Russian-Chinese
conflict. She said Soviet citizens would take sides with
the devil so long as he was against the present regime.
There were rumors to the effect that large concentrations of
Soviet troops were located on the Russian-Chinese border and
that skirmishes had taken place there. The only bad effect
of the Russian conflict with the Chinese so far as the source
was concerned was the disappearance of oranges, lemons and
rice from,the markets in the Soviet Union.

5. KGB Efforts to Recruit Returnees from Siberia. Source
stated that a number of former UPA activists released from
Siberian camps have succeeded in registering for permanent
residence in Lvov. They are usually approached by the KGB with
requests for collaboration. The KGB tried to recruit a young
woman who was visiting from Siberia with relatives in Yavoriv
near Lvov. They promised to resettle her and her husband
in Yavoriv if she agreed to inform them on things about which
various people talk. She was pressured by the KGB to such
an extent that she departed for Siberia before she had
originally planned.
