During the celebration NOSOVSKYI - deadly drunk, in presence of some Swedes,

Sourcel his friend ( also an enigree) l and a deadly drunk Soviet sailor, in the

course of heated"debate" with Source and his friend 	 suddenly got pp,

picked up the Soviet flag from the table and shouted: "You escaped fror&:

cursed and then continued: " It (the flag) chained me too to this wall and

risk my death daring getting xid away from it".

Source went to his cabin and NOSOVSKYI wasItift with Sourcels

friend. According to the latter after the Source left ,the Soviet sailor

( a former boxer) who was dozing in the corner, seized NOSOVSKYI by waistline

and brought him to his cabin.

Next day NOSOVSKII was somewhat worried and asked who and what heard

him talking last night. After the explanation of Source, he thought he was

lucky no one else was there.

Source does not exclude the possibility that N. might be willing

to eventually xemain for good in the West and he mill"keep it in mind".
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
