2. A Strike in the kolhosp Rudnyky near Berezhany,Western Ukraine

End May or early June 1964 a stike broke out in the collective
farm ih RUDNYKY, in protest against decreasing of household plots of
kolhospnylys Op initiative of Xkm collective farm chairman  geometrists
began to"measure off " houseBgold plots. The peasants protested but could
not stop them, Then they chose a delegation and sent it to Kieve In Kiev
they were promised by the govermment that everything will be fine,.their
plots will remain intact, and they should go home. In the meantime geometrists
from rayon continued to'"measure off", Iﬁ view of that , peasants weﬁt on strike
Tor four days they vere sitting in the street vi thout doing anything in the
collective farm, Neither cattle nor poultry were fod,

Final?{ on 4th day there arrived "lords" from Klev, They listened

to kolhtspnyks and assured them that no one will talke %hedx any part of their
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household plots away, and the promise was kept ,at least so far§ The peasants

of RUdnyky won a victory;
