On 8 Sep 1965 Dr M visited Roubaix but KRUBA was not at home so he left
only the books. He also did not answer Dr M's telegram and evidently

did not want to see him now though promised to meet him in his first

leter. Actually, he was in Paris on 25 Aug 1965 and might have phoned
to Dr M but the latter was no longer at that time with his firm.

l'hus Dr M could not talk to him . It is Dr M's impression that KRUBA

wantd to get the books and remain with him in correspondan8 g he left
