but Murachko belives that his life is still in danger., Source gave her the
following books: 2 coples of Suchasnist, Suchasna Idteratyra V URSR,Panorama
Nalnovisholi Literatyru v URSH, and Bereh Cheian® by Sywonenko. She explained
that soe was afraid to take the bouks back to Cik with Ler, but premiced to
read tuein and tell her husband about them.
