aspects, A large part of the treatise is devoted to historical analysis.

Together with a protestimg letter this treatise was sent to CC CP

The trials of intellectuals gave cause te many protests,
partiocularly in Kiev and Lviv, In Subject's opinfiom , there is in Kiev

frightened by new refined measures of pressure and persecution,

Youhs pa.ticipating in demonstration are being photographed, identified, ani
usual:y expelled from universities and schools, DRACH himself is a

victinm of a demomstratimm that has taken place a few years ago. And so

he remained "unf.nished" studemt until now, As far as Subject could
remember LRACH laid a wreath on Shevchenko Monument in Kiev on

S5till, Subjeot was amazed by the powerful demonstration and
protests that foliowed the trials of inteliectuals, and which were mainly
conducted by young peple.
