Then foDowed questions from tue publice Une of the first ones
was put by TOLUPKO Lev who acked the poets whether it was true what the
nationalist press was writing about, nasely that there were arrests
and trials of Ukrainian literatd in the Ukrainian SSR ia 1965 and 1966.
The reply was given by PAVLYCHKO who said that it was true, 23 people
were sentenced to various terms , up to 6 years for antieScviet
activity, le mentioned KARAVANSKYI as a uerman coliaborator who continued
ls nationalist anti-Soviet activity after WW il, wius ve:tenced to 25
ye.rsg then ( after the liquidation of the cult of personality)
rchabllitated and releused with a warnlng that he would not return to
his past activities. ilowever, he did not keep his promise, organized
anti~Soviet actions and was sentenced now apain, He mentioned a few
other names and the anti-Joviet 'activity exslained as producing and

dissemination of anti-Soviet literature.
