Saveliyy MOSTOVYY - is a professor and head of the Department of Improving
Physicians qualifications at the Ukrainian Institute. In appearance is well
built and quite massive, friendly and intelligent. His Ukrainian is good but
at times Russian phrases can be heard. This may be explained by his occupation.
With regards to'questions about medical journals coming out in Russian the Sub-
ject stated that app. 10 journals appear in Ukrain4an and only 2 in Russian.
