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1. The translation of the speech referred to in refereace A,
and forwarded as an attachment, was compared with a translation
of the copy of the speech obtained from an AERCDYNANIC source
and was found to be similar enojgh to assume that the Ukraimian
text was the same in both instances. VWe hesitate to jump to
the conclusion that, therefore, KCLASKA actually has in his
possession a genuine copy of the speech delivered by DZYUBA in
Kiev.

2. You will recall our comments made in reference B to
the effect that AECASSOWARY/2 had decided against surfaciug the
text of the speech, for the time being at least, because he
saspected his source had obtained the copy of the speech from
the KGB and that it was not a genuine copy. AECASSOWARY/2's
gsource has since made copies of the speech available to at
least one other individual im the United States,

3. As mentioned in paragraph j. of reference g, it was
suspected that KOLASYA was in some way involved, inocently or
wittingly, in the compromise of Soviet Ukrainian writers arrested
— in the summer of 1865, Although Ivan DZYUBA was arrested, unlike
some of the others who were arrested and deported to force labor
camps, he was spared imprisonment, reportedly because of his
extremely bad health at the time, DZYUBA continues to be persecuted,
and we do not rule out the possibility that the publication of
his speech in the West would supply the authorities with the
added ammunition they may be seeking to send him to prison. It is
kaown that in the summer of 186" DZYUBA addressed to the Central
Committee of the CPU, and to the Chairman of the Council of
Ministers of the UkSSR, a 239-page bitter attack against Soviet
policy in the Ukraine. His wmemorandum, in which he requested

a reply, remaing unanswered, although according to an AECASSOWARY
source, a committee from the Union of Writers of the Ukraine

was requested by the TC CPU to prepare a rebuttal to DEZYUBA's
attack. Judging from speeches delivered at the recent Congress
of the Union of ¥Writers of the Ukraine it would appear DZYUBA's
memorandun was insirumental in the obvious trend toward
Ukrainiznization in the Ukraine.

4. It would be interesting to see the copy of the "original
document” which KOLASKA claims to have in his poesession, and
to compare it with the typewritten cepy and the hand-written
copy both oblained through AERODYNAMIC sources. We are curious
to know why KOLASKA refused to supply SHADOVE With a copy of
the Ukraiaizn text in his poswession. Did KOLASKA discuss with
SHABOVE amy plauns for surfacing of the speech in the Western
prese? If his statement to the effect that he was arrested by
the EGB in Kiev on 28 July 1865 and put on a plane for Canada
because he had been collecting information which he could use
to prove to the Ukrainian people in Canada that the Soviet
Geovernwent was forcibly imposing Russian culture and the Russisn
language on the Ukraine 18 true (see paragraph h, OCOA-~10701,
22 April 1966), how does he explain the fact that he was able
to bring out to the West a copy of a speech such as DZYUBA's? !
Has SHABOVE ever queried him about that? Have they asked him
to describe the material which he had collected and which the
EGB had confiscated when he wam arrested? ¥e would be interested
in SMABOVE's replies to these guestions.
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
