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1. During the 10th International Congress of Linguists
in Bucarest, Rumania,from 28 Aug to 2 Sept 1967, Subject visited

Sych types are the pil lars of the system because

at the same time they fulfil unreservedly any order from Moscow , they never

say"no"to whatever comes from above.

5. On 22 May 1967 came to"a turmoil"in Kiev in connection with 4>

Shevchenko demonstration. In the evening a crowd gathered around

Shevchenko monument and started as usual sing songs, recite poetry, teak::
speeches, Truckloads of militia were brought in who started to disperse

the crowd. Some people were arrested 	 some bruised. A. part of the

Ocrowd went then to the building of the CC CPU and demanded that the
arrested would be released.

release of the arested. She reproached him with what the militia did

The demonstrators waited in front of the building until the ar:ested were

finally released. There are showever, indications that some of the

demonstrators are quiet/1y being deprived f their jobs.
