S. VASYL SYMNENKO: BERM CHEKAN'
(Vasyl' SYONENKO: SHORE OP EXPECTATIONS)

Published 1966. Original publication December 1965.

The book contains the poems and diary of the late Vasyl'
SereONENKO, a Soviet Ukrainian poet, who died in December 1963 at
the age of 28. SYPONENKO's poetry has been compared by Soviet
Ukrainians to that of the 18th Century Ukrainian national poet,
Tares SHEVCHENKO. The poetry contained in this book was either
never published in the Soviet Union or published in altered
versions. The book, which became a hest seller even before it
came off the prese, contains a lengthy introduction by Ivan
roshelivets and comments about SYMONENKO made by his Soviet
colleagues. The book became the subject of much controversy in the
Soviet Union, with accusations made by the authorities on Ivan
‘WITLYCHNYY for having smuggled the diary and the poetry to the

SVITLYCHNYY was arrested in 1965 along with other Soviet
Ukrainian intellectuals and accused of "nationalist", anti-
regime activities. He was released in late 1966, followine
Ukrainian emigre press attacks.

6. SUCHASNIST (The Present)

Last but not least. A monthly journal published in Munich
by the "Ukrainian Society for Foreign Studies". This publication
is frequently the subject of Soviet attacks. Issue No. 9, for
September 1967, is of particular interest as it contains a
speech delivered by a delegate at the 12th congress of the
Canadian Progressive Society (Ukrainian) in which the Soviet
nationality policy is discussed. It also contains, among other
articles of interest, an article by Ivan '1AYSTRENKO, 'Pages
From the History of the Communist Party of the Ukraine', which
is a continuation of the subject discussed in the booklet described
in paragraph No. 2 in the foregoing. A cony of issue No. 7 of
sjiCHASNIST also is enclosed. It too contains an article on "Paves

Ti-17-e—Ristory of the CPU", and an article by Myroslav PROKOP
concernine the question of Soviet Ukrainian diplomatic representation
in the United states, and News from Prolog concerning imprisoned
Ukrainian intellectuals.
