Jan 196Q) Subject claimed to be on friendly terms with HOLOVKO,Vladimir,
and LYTVINSKYY,Myron., The latter ,however, did not conceal that he was

almost ‘afrald of Subject and quite insecure in his presence,

2, On 19 Jan 1969 Subject visited Source at his private home
under the pretext that he had grectings from LYTVYNSKY who was aiéo
asking sSource for.s edicine . Subject claimed he had some difficulty
to get this medé§§g§%§§§ asked Source whether he would help in procuring
it. Source promised to get it and then phone Subject to pick it upe.
Subject c¢laimed to have come by car but whemn Source wahted to seé"ﬂim
to it he very emphatically refused Source's company. It Is Source's
assumption that Subject mus. have been accompanied by somebody.
Subject(s visit lasted for about 2 hours. He brought with him horilka
and caviar, and Source reeciprocated with a swall zakuska.

a/ Ivan DZIUBA is misusing his position as a oritie and an 111
 man. Just because "people' respect Dziuba and show much-éohéidaratiﬂn for
‘bis being 411 , he thinks he could induldge into anti-Soviet
propaganda like hb did in his latest book. "People’ have patiénog with

him but this could be worn out one.day, too. '
Subjeet did not wan. ,however, to confirm that this might mean that
Dziuba could be persecuted in the mear future. Instead he suggested
Source would go to the Ukraine himself and ascertain on the spet that
DZIUBA was not right in everything he wrote.

b/ Subject claimed not to have read Vyacheslav Chornovil's Zook
("Woe from Wit¥) but he r#8d about it in the press. He described the
book as a typical anti-Soviet peopaganda.

¢/ Subject admitted that there was "some Russificatiom in schools
and otherwlse'" going on in the Ukraine but he blamed for it Ukrainians
themselves, On the other hand he also admitted that there were
cases of 'crass abuses" by Russian chauvinists of their influential
positions but again this happened owing to lack of'"proper response'on
the part of Ukrainians.
