SUBJECT: Contact with AECASSOWART2, 21 Pebruary 1958

'1. Gontact was made with Subject in the home of ABOABSOWARY=1S
epproximately 1600 hours on 21 Pebruary 1958. The following wers presenti

2, The main parpose of contact with Subject was to try to obtain
£inal clardfioation from hin of his intentions in the spotiing effert for
the REDSOX and AEREADY progrems, and to datermine the extent to which the
AECASSOWARY organisation expected control of candidates recemmended by
thex,

No final decision wes reached at the mesting, However, it became
nore z;;pmnt that eooperation from Subject at present would be very linited
{n the AEREADY progrsm unless he was given control over the candidates"
final utiligation,

It would ¢ from the discussion with Subject; and since there
is no“-’eudt&:m in ﬁm recorda to the contrary, that AECASSOWARY REDSOX
potential does exist, However, acoording to Subject, this potential can
be realised only on a long-range basis, after a dsvelopments) period of
at least 6 months to a year and longer, Subject feels that the Ukrainian
BEDSOX spotting activity should be aseigned to one individusl (AECASSOWARY
organisation menber) on & fulletime basis. The epotter should be given
authority to travel extensively, both in the United States snd abrosd,
chiafly in Australia and Scuth Amerieca, for purposes of contaeting
AECASBOWARY representatives in those aress and personally ccntecting agent
osndidates, Subject stated thet it is necessary for a msmber of the
AECASBOWARY organization (preferably AECASSOWARY=l or Subject) to personelly
contact their representatives abroad to discuss with them in complete
dotail the requirements and the candidate potential in their respectdve
areag, He 18 not in favor of AECASSOWARY foreign repressntatives woriing
directly with staff cage officers, to the exolusion of Bubjeod, and
gbated he would notdfy these representatives net to deal directdy with
the case officers unless specifically instructed to do so by him, Subject
underatandably feels very strongly sbout his being personally responsible
for the fate of any individugl the AECASSCWARY orgenisation recommends as
a8 REDBOX agent candidate. He, therefore, feels that 4f he is to accept
the regponsibility for these people, he should have control over the msthed
of their utilisation and constant contact with the agent trainee. Subject
stated that, basing his opinion on past experiences with the Agency, he
has 1ittle faith in Agenoy “clearances” with regard to action agents, le
stated that he would not entrust information regarding AECASSOWARY contacts
in the Ukraine to any agent of whom he personally did not aspprove,
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. 8¢ Subject was told by (C v 7 that ell th a&nts brough
y him wvuld be dlsoussed and gonaidereg, and that an r mseting
held with him at a later dete to surmarigze planning far the fumre.

6. In general, it was evident from the eonvereatim that Subject

. elther does not wish to reveal his contacts at pregent or he has no
immediate resourcee cn which t¢ draw. The planning of REDSOX operations,
based on AECASSOWARY resources, could be continued only on a longerange
bagsis, It, therefore, is the congensus of the members of this staff that
efforts to develop Uicrunim REDSOX operations should not be conoentrated
exclugively with the ARCASSCWARY organisation, but that other independent
contacts or contaots with snothey Ukrainian organisation should be
dsveloped for the spotting of candidates. However, because of the future
potential that is believed to exist with the AECASSCWARY orgenisation,
it 1 recommended that contacts with the ARCASECWARIES be contdnued but
that they be maintained by SB/3 (PP & CE) untdl such time as an immediate
and definite HEDSOX possibility developes, SR/DOB then would wish te
reestablish direct contaot with aubject or his repregentatives, :
