According to BORIS, the only time he used or gave out
this address was about a year ago when he registered with the "Deutsch-
Ukrainische Herder Gesellschaft". At that time, BORIS was working for the
SUdhasna Ukraine at the Karlsplatz address. It follows, theasthat someone
from the Herderbund supplied the Homeland Committee the mailing list which
included Volodimir BORIS' name.

4. Since there are approximately 1000 members in the Herterbund
(700 Germans and 300 Ukrainians) it would be quite a difficult task to
ferret out the agent in their midst, especially since he could be either
German or Ukrainian. In any case, =HEIN will be asked to look into
the matter on the chance he might stumble on to some lead. The AECASSOWARMS
have already been asked to report any pertinent findings.
