SUBJECT ¢ Request for Extension of AEROOT Project

1. It is requested that the AEROOT Project be extemded for an addi-
tional six months to 30 September 1958, The project was last renewed en
6 July 1957 for the period 1 November 1956 to 31 March 1958.

2, AEROOT is a roeof project covering a number of CE and FI activities.
A preliminary Headquarters review has resulted in the finding that contimma-
‘tion of AEROOT as a roof project appears no lenger ;justif:led. We are
plamning to: .

a. Write separate FI projects for those assets of the roof
project which have a reasonable chance of producing.

b, Weed out those elements which are non-productive.

¢. Separate valid CE assets and write a separate project
around them.

d. Terminate the roef preject by 30 September 1958.

3. The extension is necessary to give the Field and Headquarters
sufficient time to cemplete a critical review of the project, and to make
funds available until new projects can be prepared and approved,

k. The following agent personnel are presently active in the AEROOT
project:

a. AENEON/1lk, an Estonian by birth, is a naturalized U.S.
citizen., Operational Approval C-48197 was granted
10 September 1956. He served as a contract agent in
Helsinki, Finland, under academic cover. AENFON/1lL
will leave Helsinkl in September 1958. His contract
will not be renewed.

b. AENEON/16 is a Baltic German. Operational Approval
C-53567 was granted 1) December 1956. He has made
one trip to the USSR on a merchant vessel. He serves
as spotter for legal travelsrs to the Estonian SSR,
23 msfexr-him to the AECORSAIR project.
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AENEON/21 is an Estonian emigre in West Germany., Opera-

tional Appreval C-59584 was granted 30 September 1957.

AENEON/21 was under consideration for a repatriation

mission to Eetonia, but declined the mission. He widd Hao Leon
be. terminated.

AENEON/2ly is an Estonian emigre residing in Germany.
Operational Approval C-62656 was granted 23 Jamary 1958.
B dpoin-oonbaotrwith-ASPHFEYA, It is planned to write
a separate CE project around his operation, if develop-
ments warrant continuation.

AENEON/27 is an Estonian emigre residing in West Germany.
Operational Approval C-61883 was granted 24 March 1958.
He is an editorial assistant to AEROOT/S. It is plauned
to terminate him.

AENEON/35 is an Estonian emigre residing in Finland.
Operational Appreval C-68425 was granted 17 June 1958,
He served as an wmwitting informant of AENEON/lk, and is
being considered as a replacement for AENEON/1llh. If he
is placed under salary, a separate FI project will be
written for his operations.

AEROOT/5 is the editor of an emigre Estonian newspaper
in West Germany. Operatiomal Approval C-35273 was granted
1 June 1955, He is in comtect with a number of Soviet

.Estonians who have connections with the R.I.S. It is

planned to either terminate him, or to write a separate
project around him with CE objectives.

AEROOT/6 is a Soviet Estonian whose connections with the
R.I.S. have not been precisely determined. He is presently
on the staff of a Soviet Estonian newspaper in the capit
of Soviet Estonia. :

AEROOT/9 is a stateless Estonian residing in East Berlin,
He serves as a cutout between AEROOT/S and AEROOT/6.

AFFLIRTY/3 is a Soviet diplomat stationed in Stockholm.
He is suspected of being an R.I.S. case officer

AERO0T/S had one meeting with AEROOT/6 in West Germany
during the last project year, at which time AERCOT/6
attempted to recruit AER0O0T/5 for the R.I.S. Subsequent
attempts to have AEROOT/6 come out for another meeting
have been unsuccessful.
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AEROOT/S maintained a correspondence with AER00T/9.
Attempts to entice AERO0T/9 to come to the West in an
effort to clarify his status vis-a-vis the R,I.S. have
been unsuccessful,

AENEON/1); was sent to Finland to take advantage of am
snticipated increase in Finnish-Estonisn cultural ex-
changes. The increase did net materialize, due to
unexplained Soviet restrioctions on travel to Estonia
this sumer. AENEON/1); contaéted and develeped
AENEON/35, who will serve as an Estcnian asset in
Finland.

AENEON/21 was developed and partially trained for a

‘repatriation mission to Soviet Estonia. He declined

the missicn when he was part way through his training.
