After havingccrefully reviewed the AEROV2 field project outline, we
have decided to forward the project outline to the appropriate reviewing offices
with a recommendation that the project be disapproved.

2.	 Our reasons for recommending disapproval are:

a.	 The project is based on the use of emigre Estonians as REDSKIN
agent.. According to the figures we have, there are only three or four
tho pandratombuiemdigcs in West Germany. A large nuMber of these
emigres arel4kWest GereMNFImmense they cannot emigrate to other
.countries due to security reasons poor health, etc,	 We also believe
that a large Amber of these emigre., even if they received permission
to visit Soviet Itatonia, would be reluctant to take the risk of placing
themselves under the physical control of the Soviet regime again. 	 The
extremely small potential for BUSKIN travel using emigres does not
justify the cost of the project.

b.	 Both the RIS and the Germans are also interested in these
emigres.	 The emigres have been used for intelligence purposes. by theRigs the du and the 4_ ,,;t:	 ever since the end of World War U. 	 Wefeel that the la potential of these enlarges has been pretty well ex-
hausted by this time.

c. As we indicated in Reference C, we do not thinklUMWM/5 has
any potential as the principal agent of an Ii project.	 He is known
to the Germans as an *13 agent, and is targeted for recruitment by
the RIS. As the attached consents from the Reports Staff indicate,
the intelligence information received from ANNOOT/5 during the lastyear itas at best of marOtal use.

d.	 During the six months that have elapsed since our original
proposal . for terminating AMO11/5, we have seen nothing in the vay
of production that has led us to change our mind about his potential.

3. We Plan to forward the field project outline with our recommendations
about 30 April.	 If you have apy commeete en our reasons for recommending termi-
nation or any additionalenemas you wish to :maw, we request that they be
forwarded to Readquarters to reach us by that date so that we can inciude'them
with our rec., ;-“,,tion.

4. As an alternative to outright temodnation ofAHRWM/5 1 we suggest that
it might be possible to use his services es an infornant on Estonian affairs in

2. The reports from AEROO1/5 production were largely derived from de-
briefings of German repatriates from the Estonian SR and were primarily
concerned with political condition's in that area. In general, the informants
lacked access to high-level political informiation, the subjects treated in
the reports were of limited positive Intelligence value, and the reporting
was either too genera/ or too fragmentary to be of value. The information
was often anecdotal and repetitient, beloboring the obvious fact of Estonian
apathy and hostility toward the Soviet regime. An evaluation was requested
of a typical report in this project in order to obtain consumer reaction to
this kind of information, but a reply has not yet been received.
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
