1. Receipt of reference outlining the German ¥Federal asthoritiss’
reluctance to permit coatinuance of emigre activities from their terri-
tories I8 appreciated. We will sttempt to outline below hoth the reistive
value of these emigre organizations aed their KUCAGE actlvities te
KUBARK and our views of the liaison aspects arising aut of this basic
divergence of intarests,

i. Covert RUBARK support of anti-Soviet emigre groups as
directed by CDAPSE policy repressnts the major portion of the ever-all
REDWOOD KUCAGRE effort. As such the setivities of SHUBA-100 snd
ABVIRGIL are a bazle element in the achievement of our KUCAGE ohjee-
tives. More specificaily the use of these emigre groups for ballooaing,
radio and contact aperations offers us the unique opportunily of addressing
Westernors but as compatriots. In additton, the mere sxistence of active
exiles in the West, organixed into some type of groupiugs presents a
continuing menace to the Soviet vegime. Interesting proof of this are

marked tendency to exaggerate the organizations' strength both in man-
power and tn operational potentinl.

3. Tha use of Federal Hapublic territory as a base of operations
has the advantage of proximity to the Soviet target as represented by the

In view of the baa on loog rasge and
Sateliite batloosiag, the GEVG remaing the ooly segment of our prime
target withis short range balloon necessiliiily, ans therefors, wur
chotcs of operating tsses for these groups is most limited.

4. While not losiug sight of the soversign rights of the Yederal
Republic and s jurindiction over esmigre setivities carried ot an it
tarritory, 1t 18 KUBABK's dasire to keep SHUBA 100 and AEVIRGIL en-
