The primary objective of Project AEVIRGIL is to use & controlled antl-

comnmist smigre organisation and ite sssets to create or intensify and

exploit evolutionary ehanges in the USER favoreble to ODYOKR pelloy objectives.

To this end the group produces Russisn-langusge prepsgends meberials

and dlsteibutes them to Soviats by mail, Yy redio, and in personal

contact with Soviets travelling abroad. Within the last few years the

group has also been trying to pewpare travellers to the Soviet

Union with facts and figures of interest to Soviets.

A secondary objestive of the peeaact is to take advantege of the
exneriaaee, cover, and geographical losstion of individual members
of the orgaanivation to further cther KUBARK objectives. Although
very little progress has been ande towerd this objective during
the past year, the possibility still exists thai ARVIRGIL 1
representatives sent by the group's iamich Besdquarters to other
locales can be used to greater advantage by local XUBARK officers
% sugport unilateral KUBARK operations. At the prosent time the
only place whowe this concept hae proven itself is Madrid. There
the loeal ANVIRGIL 1 representative performs hie assigned work
in the Russian Bection of Radic Macional Espana snd, st the sawe
time, becsuve of his accessidility to targets, supports| B
operations and interests. In Austris, Balgium, sai Fresce, a sisilaer
cooperation was previously envisaged but has not yet materiaslised.
The primary reason for this lack of suscess is the difficulty of
finding sultable pexmanent AEVIRGIL 1 representatives for these
areas, representatives who csn organise and comtyol a tightly-knit
local ARVIRGIL 1 growp end at the same time work with and for the XUBARK
cane officer.

Reduction fubsidy. QhT amount which is belng requested for
the {n P¥ 1968 effects another major reduction
m@mmm«au('mwa’wmml. It will be saccomplished
for the most part by discontiwuing all ABVIRGIL 1 sctivities in DPerlin.
The eroction of the wall between Esst and West Berlin cut off even '
the possibility of East Geymans visiting the office in West Berlin
which used AEVIRGIL 1 as & cover for its positive intelligence
collection astivitiea.

Chepters. During the past yesr AEVIRGIL 1 has formsd two
wpters, on® in Swedsn, the obtbher in Australia. The Swedish
arnup &a eenarisea of & mxber of ex-AEGIDEON 1 meabers who broke awey
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from that organlzation because of internal differences and spplied te
ABVIROIL for membership in orxder to combinuwe thelr efforts in the anti-Soviet
cause. AEVIRGIL 1 has alrealy recelved some contact reports Irom this group.
The Austrelisn Chspter consiste of a grow of previously usaffilisted
Russisn enigree who have agroed to mail AEVIRGIL 1 literature to Far Eastem
pointa in the doviet Unicn. 8o far, no repoxrts cu these malling cperations
have been recelived.

of ballosning in Mexeh 1960, the office mads no nev countacts and gredually
lost 1ts old coes. Finally, st the end of the fiscal year, even before
the erection of the wall, there ws no loager any justification for the
Berlin KUMBE office. During the entire year it had produced oaly oune repovt.

e two other disseninstions came from ocontact reporte subaitted by
ABVIRGIL 1 members meeting vith Soviets taysvelling in the Wmst., jhlle a
record of two dissexineble reperts ie hardly remavkable, it is worth
noting that ¥¥ 1961 is the first year that any disseminedle information
at all came from AEBVIRGIL 1's routine contaot operetions.

A year ego it was envisioned that ARVIROIL 1, in addition 9o {ts primary
propagnnda mission, might develop ibs intelligence collsction potential
to the point where it could suscessfully run legal travel cpsretions into
the Soviet Unien or provide KUBARK & mmber of leads and ssseesments on
sgent treveller candidates., To this end the junior case officer is Mmich
initiated a training program. Experience has shown, however, that the plan
to develop the leading AEVIRGIL 1 personalities into trained end sophisticated
operators to establish end direct this intelligence collection mechanism
was someviat overly embitious. A marked isprovement in the quality of the
en contact operaticns bears testimony o the fmct that the people
benafi’oeﬁfmthstmiuim. Byt in most cases they ware expected to take
on the new task in sddition to their basic propagsnde work. There simply
was not enough’ tim’mmmpluhthiauthmtmmmthe
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primery chjective of the project. Hor did any of those trained show
soough mavked sptitude to warvent the hopes which were entertained esrller.
In the fubure every effort will be made t0 indoctrinate the AEVIRGIL 1
leadess in sound operstiomal posctices so timt sdwantege can be teksm of
PI possibilities incidentsl to AEVIRGIL 1's primary wiseion, but the
effoectivenoss of the organization should be Judged only by covert ection
standards.

A review of the growp's antivitiss during the past year reveals
distinet and encouraging progress in its efforts to yesch Sovist citisens
vith its propagends and in its abi;:ﬁy $o respond to KUBARK 4direction. One
notebls laprovement wbich covers all aspects of the group's work is the
@ulity of the veporting. ABVIRGIL 1 members wre now subamitting mere and
better reparts on thailyr conversations with Soviet eitizens. PRIty ouh
docunauts were received within the last year. Hizilariy, as the growp
expanded its malling operations, it alse ﬁana&apad ¢ detalled :rsﬁun of
reporting thereon which provides us with titles, nucber of copiss, eand
addressos on sll correspondence directed to the Soviet Union,.

Daring ¥Y 1961 AEVIRGIL 1 comteibutions to Redio Fome and the
Broadcast Corpoyation of Chiune remained at the smas leval s during FY 1960.
The Muaich Redin Section produced an everage of thirty-seven seyripts a
monrth for Badio Rome out of which an sverege of twenly-one mowthly were
rosieast. For thw Taiwen Redic fowr fiftesn.ainute prograws were saped
and trensaitted monthly. At REE, however, the AEVIRGIL 1 Madrid Repressentstive's

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however, vhen the total mmber of bocks, brochures and pamphlets produced
was fifteen, the group this yead lssued twenty-saven separate comparable
publications.

As in FY 1960, most of the ARVIRGIL TO's were distributed overtly
o ARVIRGIL 1 members, institutions, erganisetions wd wedia in forty-one
countries (oot ineluding the Sovist Uafon). ARVIRGIL Th wes primerily
Aletridutod smong citivens and axganisations in Gexwmany. 7o ged its
litersture to Soviets, AREVIRGIL 1 contimmd S0 sponsor 1ts sale in the
loeal bDookstores and kiosks of Paris, Viemna and Yarael; the group's
taxi-driver contacts in Paris continued to pass the material to likely
fures; contacts in Belgium and Austria continted ¢ lnsert brochures
into paeking cases destinsd for the Soviet Unlon; and ABVIRGIL 1 menbers
distributed literature during face-to-fece meetings with Soviets at
every poesibla opportunity. Puring the past year, howover, the most
notable inorease of the ARVIRGIL 1 dlstritution capacity came in the field
of mailing operations. From 1 July 1960 to 30 June 1961, ABYIRGIL 1
members in Germany, France; Belgium and the United States matled a total
of 10,851 pleces to the USER and to Soviets stationed abroed. These
pleces yanged in sige from large books to leuflets. They included mimeo-
grapbed and personal letters. In addition, there are ten instanses in
wvhich regular contimuing corvespondence has been established by ARVIRGIL 1
sympathisers in Paris with representatives of the Soviet Soientific/Literary
intelligentsis.

Two genaral observations can be mmde from & yeviev of the ARVIROIL 1
monthly mailing reports for FY 1961, Pilrst, st the begimning of the period
the bulk of the mall was sent to Soviets abroad yather than inside the USER;
by June 1961, by far the greater part of the mail vas being directed to the
foviet thion. Secondly, each month of ths year ghowed an increase in the
musber of pleces malled.

Although the ARVIRGIL 1 members mnmommmmzymmu
reporiing of contaet operations with Soviets travelling in the West, the
reporting level has not by any means reashed the point where one can state
with any certainty the totel nunber of contacts made during the past yesr
or, perhaps more important, make sny statistical Judgements on the types
of conbacts. Neverthelesms, in contrast with FY 1960, reports submitted
during F¥ 1961 do reflect both mn attempt on the part of the ABVIRGIL 1
mombers to meet as many Soviets as poseible and, in some cases, considerable
success in making slgnificant contacts with these Soviets. These reports
are ravely of intelligence value, but they do show the propegands effect
& Russian-speaking emigre can have on & travelling Soviet end provide highly
revealing propagends material and background informatien on the opinions
and feelings of Soviet citisens,
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In general, AEVIRGIL 1 members during FY 1961 meot almost all Soviets
visiting Cermany and many travelling in Freace, Belgium, Italy (Olympics)
anfd Austriz. In the latter part of the year the new Swedish chapter also
began o contact Soviet seamen ou ships docking at Swedish ports. The
majority of these weetings were of short duration and consisted of exchanges
on the different conditions in the West and the "homeland”; a fewwye move
mesningful. Belov are several exmples of the latter eategory.

(1) In Kemsuburg Austyie, AEVIRGIL 1 member AEVIROIL 32 met &
group of Soviet satlers from & ship then docked at ths Danube port. One
of the group made mxrsngeaents to meet the ARVIRGIL 1 man alone laber.

(2) In Pelgiuwa, AEVIRGIL 1 members ASVIRGIL 11% and AEVIRGIL 113
met for two days with a Soviet engloser who was visiting his daughter and
Delgian son-in-law. In these two duys the Soviet provwed himsslf an
cutspoken anti-comnmist snd, asgain, a man of strong religious beliefs.
He t0ld the AEVIRGIL 1 members thab he ligtens %o the Volce of Americs,
Radio Iiberty, the BEC and, oscasiomally, to Redio Madrid and gave them
an suti-commmist poom with the request that it be broadeast to the Soviet
Union by & friendly foreign radio station. He volunteered to help the
group in any vay he could upon his retwm to the Soviet Union and promised
to eorrospond with them. However, denger signals were exchanged end,
sometine after, were used by the Soviet's wife in a letter to the West.

(3) 1In Paris, ABVIRGIL 1 member ABVIROIL 225 spent five deys
with s 3Zoviet football team as thelr inberpreter. During this time he
made no converts to the anti-ecommunist cause, but bis apcount of the period
ahows that this intelligent, well-sducated emigre writer left the young
Soviets with many new 1deaz on polities, literature, religion and othex
flalds.

As moutioned sbove, last yesr's hopes of ABVIROIL 1's condusting
sophisticated informetions~collectlon legal travel operstions to the Soviet
Union have oot yot materislized. Although the ARVIRGIL 1 mendbers have
sbown complete willingness to enter inte this fleld, have compiled a briefing
guide to be used by their operators, and bave even talked to travellers
before and after tripe to the Soviet Union, the informabion resuliing hes
been extremely interesting fram the standpoint of Soviet realities but
of no intelligence value. During FY 1961, nine debrlefings, some of
considerable lesgth, were submitted by AEVIRGIL 1 members. The individuals
intervieved included Belglan housewives who had travelled to the Soviet
Union to see thelr relatives, Isrosli repatriates, and Westerpers who had
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studied in the UBSR. Even though these documents fulfilled no requirements
of the intelligence community, they did provide the ABVIRGIL 1 propagandists
some greater insight into popular feelings and current eonditions in the
Soviet Unlon.

f. Ioeal Activities,

As during FY 1960, AEVIRGIL 1 members continued in FY 1961 to work
with the local pepulations “to alsrt vulnersble Free World nations to
the methods and Gangers of Communist subversion". In Germany they comtimued
to publish and distribute ANVIRGIL Th; they conducted seme £ifty lectures
anfl seminars among German groups; and, in eollaboration with e Cermen
labor orgenization, thay gave fyee showings of twenty-two anti-Soviet filasg
during the menth of December 1960. In France, they prepared for Alstribution
& brochure entitled "The USSR and its Achievements". Tais twenty-four
rage pamphlet contained actusl Soviet newspaper gquatations contradieting
the exaggerated claims made at the Soviet exhibition in Paris about the
Soviet standard of living. In Israel, the AEVIRGIL 1 representative
continued to mpeak st schools and kibutzes and distribute translated
ABVIRGIL 1 literature to the local population. In Spaln, five AERVIRGIL 1
articles were published in the Pocumentary References of the Trede Union
Research Center; one article from sasn ARVIRGIL 1 brochure was published
in the most important Journal of opinion of the Spanish trade unions,
Estudios; several AEVIRGIL 1 ayticles appeared in the newepaper Arriba
he organ of the Falange; and, at the request of the Misistzy of the Favy,
the AEVIRGIL 1 brochure, "Ths Soviet Nawval Officer”, was translated into
Speninh. At the end of the yesr, five other translated ABVIRGIL 1 pieces
were awaiting publication. In sddition, the material prepared for and
pregented by the trade union, the Sindicatos, at the Plrst Trade Union
Congress in Spain consisted of two articles from ABVIRGIL 70 concerning
taxes in the USSR.

g+ Target Reaction.

Although the instances were necesssrily few, some indications of
ABRVIRGIL 1 progress in their propugands mission were evidepnced during FY 1961.
At least ten Soviets exchanged addyesees with ABVIROIL 1 members during
thelir meetings in the West and prosised to carrsspond. Many Soviets
commented favorably on ARVIRGIL 1 litemature. One, & oorvespondent for

M% Guﬂm visiting Paris, mentioned that he had veasived ABVIRGIL 75
by ma t the magavine had been read so much 1t was falling apart.

He added that he would apporeciaste receiviang future issues. Another, a
professor at Moscow University, asked ons of his students, a French citizen,
t0 go to AEVIRGIL 1 upon her return to Paris and request the group to

send thelr literature to him. 8511l ancther requested a Paris librarian

for coples of AEVIRGIL T5. The Soviets who correspond with the AEVIRGIL 1
members and sympathigers in Paris all request ARVIRGIL 1 and other literatuxe
as well. Even ABGIDEON 1, another Russien emigre organization, reported
that many Soviets were asking Ffor AEVIRGIL 1 literatwe. Finally, as an
indication that wail does get through rether than as an example of any
particular effectiveness of AEVIRGIL 1 literature, tbare ig the letter
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received from the Iibrory of the Acadeny of Sciemces of the USSR accepbing
ABVIRGIL'a offer (on behalf of a fistitious orgenimation) to exchange
boocks and reguesting that the recipient beecome the exehange ceunter for
all other inguiying organisations.

On the octbey side of the cein, Soviet harvassment tactiss attested
to the seriousness with whish Soviet suthorities regmd the ARVIRGIL 1
operatisns. The Soviet Ministyy of Foredign Affaire protested the malling
