titles, and note certain recent oharres of significance in order to pro.-
serve the validity of the previous report:

3. Some of these errors, such as that concerning SUGAWA and that concerning
the mistake of MURAI for SAKURAI have been due to mis-reading of the
original written Japanese report turned in by E_	 ; when he is
pressed for time, his writing is all but undecipherable. 	 errors
such as the ones concerning KIMURA and GOTO were errors in his elicit-
ing of preliminary infomation. The circumstances of the erroneous re-
port on TSUJI have been explained at length in ZJL-14/44.

It is quite possible, as previously stated in the covering letter to
ZJI07442, that further errors exist which will be clarified and discovered
from time to tine •
