-vised this Bureau that Redeflukic, s Vice-lonsul agttached to

the Tugoslav Consulate in New York City made Fémarks reletive
to the subject which wera as follows:

The Yugoslav Government ap.ears to be quite dia-
appointed over tne fact that nothing has been done regardimg
the case of the former lUstasni official, aAmdrija Artukovich,
curreatly residing in ios Angeles, California. The Yugoslav
Government had great confidence that the sympathy of many
Americans could be won by returning Artukovich to Yugoslavia
for trial. It had been hoped that the Serb group im New York:

- City would also take an interest in this matter and attempt
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to encourage tne United 5tates “overament to bring about the
return of artukovich. The opinion of mauny officials of the
Yugoslavian voverament is that high relizious official: such
as Cardinal Spellman of New York City have taken steps to
protect Ustashi and msn like ~rtukovich. They believe that
Cardinal Spellxan sttenrted to influence the United States
rovernment in order to prevent it [rom takinr action. It was
suspected that Cardimal Spellman might have been influenced
by the Croatisn clerry in the Umited States. Artukovich tis
believed to ossess gres&t potential propaganda value. inasmuch
as appropriate action taken against him would greatly impress
Yugoslav citisens who do not presently trust the Tito rerime.
3imilar action by “eron of argentina against .ante Pavellc,
who, as loader of tae Ustashi group, allegedly cooperated
with Mstler during -orld “ar Il would similarly impress
Yugeslavy citizens opposed vo Tito. . )
