Zoltai stated that according to Tomory, Bak was a
highly disqiplined Army officer who expected others who
becams associated with his organimation to follow the
dictates of that organization without question. Joltai
cited as an example, one individual who had volunteered to
become a member of tu- Buagarian uuumm organizsation,
and wvho was umable to get a releasse from his coumitmsnt
from Iak to serve in this organismation, committed suicide.

Zoltai stated that Towary in characterizing Bak
stated that other than for his zeal for disciplise, he knew
of no derogatory information conceraing Bak.

Zoltal reiterated that while he is reasonably
esrtain that the persoa he wet in 1948 in the office of
the SNF was Bak, he could not categorically state that
Mk wis this individual, Zoltal waa of the opinton that
of all persons known to him who might hyvg soms information
regardiag Bak, that his uncle, Bugeas Tomory, was the best
soures of imformmtion.
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
