MEMORANDUM FOR THE AD/SO

SUBJECT: Project CAMISE

1. This project is designed for its long-range penetration of the" Western*
German government. The approach will be through political targets of opportunity
in the Western German Government with particular attention to extreme rightist
and leftist act1v1ties.

2, 'CAMISE is a 30 year-old former RSHA interpreter who has been a controlled

agent since 1945, Sle was used first as an informant on RSHA activities, later

as a possible counter-intelligence penetration in OMGUS, and was placed finally

in a responsible position in a large Berlin newspaper where she is now the
Frankfurt editor. She has came into contact with many(8) of the CIA staff officers
in Germany and from her newspaper work she knows, in general terms, the nature

of the Agency's mission in Germany. Under present conditions in Germany the .
possibility of this knowledge being misused is slight because of her long-standing
loyalty and her living under an assumed identity. CAMISE's usefulness has not
been as great as might have been expected, partly because of her emotional
involvement with a fellow—editor and partly because of SPD's defeat in 1949
elections and the resultant decrease in SPD's influence in national affairs.

The recent gains by the SPD in l8nder elections might reverse this state of affairs
in the future. Although CAMISE's production has been small in quantity, it has
been well-received. Meanwhile, with no expense involved, she has helped greatly
in facilitating BGRHYIHM activities in Western Germany and she has also assisted
by supplying essential background information on Western - Getman government.

3. CAMISE has natural cover. Case officer-agent contacts are direct., The
agent knows the case officer to be an intelligence officer and probably knows
the name of the organization., She is motivated primarily by ideological
considerations, Control factors that could be used are knowledge of her RSHA
. activity and the assumed name she is using. Her knowledge of CIA's activities
would require that she be evacuated in case of an emergency. Operational
clearance is pending,

GAMISE is a 30-year-old former RSHA 1nterpreter who has been our
controlled agent since 1945. Used first as an informant on RSHA activities,
and later as a possible counter-intelligence penetration in OMCUS, she was
finally placed in a responsible position in a large Berlin newspaper, whose
Frankfurt editor she became on her own efforts.

A staunch opponent to the present Bonn government, she
is in sympathy with, if not a member of, the SPD. CAMISE'S usefulness to us
has not been as great as might have been expected, partly because of her
emotional involvement with a fellow-editor of her newspaper and partly be-
cause of SPD's defeat in 1949 and the resultant decrease in the SPD's in-
fluence in national affairs which rendered many of CAMISE's contacts polit-
ically impotent. The recent gains by the SPD in linder elections might
reverse this state of affairs in the future, however.
