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mission in Europe where he remained until 1951. Member of the Administrative.
Council of the Society 'incode-, a position whicb'he considered of political im-
portance to establish ties with Ethiopia, French Somaliland and other countries of
Sleek Africa. July 1956 appointed Chief of Ministry of Defense Purchasing Mission
in Prance but did not take up post until January 1957. In the spring of 1959 he
returned to Israel where he became Director General of the Ministry of Defense.

COMMENT: Bp-NATHAN succeeded:Shimon PERES as Chief of the Purchasing Mission in
Paris and again as Director General of the Ministry of Defense when PERES became
Deputy Minister of Defense.
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
