2. MUELLER FULLY INTENDS TO EXPLOIT THE INCIDENT FOR ALL ITS
WORTH. HE HAS ALREADY NOTIFIED THE PRESS THAT ME,WILL HAVE AN

. IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT ON THE 25TH. ADDITIONALLY 1E PLANS TO
:-	 SUBMIT AN OFFICIAL PRZIEST TO FONMIN BRANDT, TO THE 'CSU HEAD-

QUARTERS, TO THE ISRAELI EMBASSY,- TO . AIA41, AND TO "CLOSE FRIEDNS"
IN THE MAPAI PARTY IN ISRAEL. MULLER .111A0VES THAT THE INCIDENT
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WILL GAIN RIEDL VERY FEW VOTES AMONG ANY GROUP, AND WILL BADLY
