Asher Ban Natan, named Ambassador to France in August 1970, has been
referred to on occasion as a living legend. He has had a varied
career in intelligence and diplomacy. Just prior to his present
assignment he served as Israel's first Ambassador to West Germany.

also managed to secure a picture of Adolf Eichmann which contributed to the
capture of the war criminal.

Ben Natan returned to Israel in 1947 and lived for a time on a xibbutz.
When statehood was declared, he became responsible for the formation of the
Political Division of the Ministry for Foreign Affairs. 1In 1948-49 he
served as the Political Department's representative in Europe. He attended
the College of International Relations in Geneva from 1951 to 1953. Upon
his return to Israel he was named to the Administrative Council of Incode,
a meat packing company operating in Africa. He used the position to
establish ties between Israel and the states of sub-Sahara Africa.

Ben Natan became chief of the Defense Ministry mission in Europe in 1957.
Stationed in Paris, he clandestinely purchased arms from both the French and
West Germans. Ben Natan was named acting director general of the Ministry
of Defense in June 1959 and director general of the Ministry in February
1960. From July 1965 to December 1969 he served as. Ambassador to Bonn.

He was quite popular with the Germans. On various occasions he was heckled
by radical student groups and Arab residents of West Germany.

The tall, silver-haired Ambassador is considered a perfect gentleman who

has a talent for interpersonal relations. He has an enormous capacity

for work, a quick grasp of detail and great powers of persuasion. Ben Natan
enjoys music, art, literature and sports (tennis and skiing). His wife,
Erika, was born in Vienna. In the late 1940's she worked with the UN
Relief and Works Agenty for Palestine Refugees in the Near East. The

Hebrew, English and German.
