A confidential source abroad advised that the
Yugoslav Government, in anticipation of Yugoslav President Tito's
visit to Japan during April, 1268, furnished a list to the
Japanese Government entitled, The List of Yugoslav Emigrants -
Terorists Residing in USA. . Included in this list was the name
"Prise, Saita /*sten," nickname "Beluaa," born 1920. The name
Salta was listed as Perise's father's naae. No further identifying
data was furnished.

A second confidential source who has furnished reliable
information in the past, advised that fie was acquainted with an
individual named Beaten Berisha, whose father was named Salt, and
who came from the town Belusa in Yugoslavia. This source stated
that Berisha is of Albanian descent, although he was born in
Yugoslavia. The source further stated that it is an Albanian
custom to use the name of a person's home town as his nickname
and, therefore, this could explain the nickname "Baluna."

This source stated that Destan Berisha is a naturalized
United States citizen and resides with his wife in Northhampton,
Massachusetts. Beriaha recently traveled to Yugoslavia, and was
subsequently arrested while visiting in that country. Totthe best
of this source 'a knowledge, Berisha is still imprisoned in
Yugoslavia, although he is unaware of the nature of the charges.
