The boat was manned by a crew of 14 Italian
ratings t'nd two officers. Two Italian-speaking German
ratings were borne for Wr/T and V/S communications.
The Commaanding Officer was 47-year-old Merchant
Service skipper with experience of MAS in this and
the last war.

This MAS left LA SPSZIA on the evening of L3rd
March and prooeed8d under cover 0t darkness to
PORTO SANTO ST:ANO. lier Captain wa: new to her-
and the crew, as he had taken the place of her
proper Comuanding Offluer (AWOLIA) who had gone
asik, at short notioe, I-t wse the First Lieutenant's
first patrol. One of the POis, G4RACCICE, was
himself a MiAJ C,0, but had azsked to serve under FRESCI

*, the 0.0, of 504 for this patrol.

From various stateiaents made it would appear that
the Flotilla does not consiat of more than 11 boats

Af ter serving. for some mronths in the BLA.*CK SEA -
under :7AQTDINO, where he won the Iron Cross, he
returnod to I hLi but wus given no loave and1 posted
instead i.rmediatoy to MES SXAINA in coammand of a MAS.
