2. Vicentas Brizgys was born 10 Novewber 1903 st Plynial, Lithusnt
which he liated as his official residence until July, 1927. His fatier,
now dececased, waes Maricjus Brizgys, who wae also born in Plynfal. UHis
mother, &lso deceased, way Marya Vilkelis Brizgys. She waa born at Mok-
nonys, Lithuania, Thexre {s no record of uny elstevrs. As of 11 Decemucr
1952, Bishop Briegys listed the following addreuvsen for his brothers:

3. The 1964-65 Chicego Telephone Directory has no lieting under
either Joseph or Peter Brizgys, but there is a listing under ihe name of
Simon Briszgys at 6920 South Rockwell Avenue, Chicsgo, Illinofla. Phon:

4. Bishop Brizgys was ordeined as & Romen Catholic priest . 5
1927, snd assigned as an Assietant Pastor in the Kelvarija, Lithoan..
parish from 1927 uatfl 1930. VFrom 1939 to 1935, he wasd a studeat
Rome, Italy and Paris, France, recelving his Doctorate in Fhiloscphy anw
Canon lew, ¥Froem 1936 to 1940, he was & Professor ‘n a Catholic s~minaury
in Lithuania, He wai appointed to the Titulsr Sce of Bosana on 2 April
1946 and, on 19 Msy ‘1940, cousacrated Bishop and assigned as Auxtlioery
to Archbishop Metropolit of Kaunas., In 1944, Bighop Brizgys wes sent to
Germany by the Gestapy. Siuce the end of W4 Il, Bishop Brizgys has bceu
Bishop of Lithuanian Refugces in Exile in Europe, USA and other countries.
In 1952, he was accepted for Eccleslastical Service in the Archdiocese of

Chicago, Illinols,.

S. The ubove {uformatfon concerning the affiliation of Bishop Bricgyu
with the Roman Catholic Church was contegined in 8 statement sigued by Jouseph
J. Skvircekef, Archbishop of Kasunas, under date of 16 June 1952, and tn
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another stetement by Samucl Cardinal Stritch, Archbishop of Chicago,
undee date of 9 Moy 1952, Because of the writinz, the last four lezters
in the nams Skvircekef may not be accurate.

6. Bishop Brizgys listed his address from July 1944 until Angust
1951 as 7 Alter Kovumarkt, Regensburg, Germany. ' In another document, e
showed hies addreus during the period of October 1948 to January 1947 us
c¢/o Sisters of the Precious Blood, Yonkers, Now Yerk. Proam Auguot, 1951 .
to October, 1951 he was {n Venezuela. He arrived in the US on 3 uctuber
1951, and waintained o residence with Reveread Stanley Valuckis, Chaplain
of St. Casimir's Academy, 6702 South Rockvell Avenue, Chicago, Illiucis,
Thie ia either a part of, oxr affilfated witlh, Maris High School, 6727 3.
California Avenue, Chicago.

7. Records indicate that Bishop Bricpys first entered the US ar La
Guardia Alrport, New York on 29 October 1948 ao & nontumigrant viaitor.
He departed New York on 24 July 1949, le stated that, during this period,
at the invitation of Bishops, he visited Lithuanian parishes in the UsSA
snd Canada, speaking about Commuunism in Burope. He reenterad the US at
New York on 3 October 1951 and departed 3 Januscry 1952 at New Orlesns.,
He entered egein at Miamd on 6 Pebruary 1952 ne & non-{mmigrant visi:or end
departed at New York on 17 May 1952. On 4 July 1952, he entered th~ US
et La Guardis as 2 non-inuigraunt visitor and & guocst of Cardinal Stritcn
of Chicago, He was granted ths priviledge of preexamination and {ssued a
non-quota immigration vis-: at the US Consulate in Windsor, Ontsario on 11
December 1952, end reentered the US &t Detroit, Michigan on the sams day.

8. An I & NS Reentry Permit grauting Bishop Brirgys permission to
visit Colombie and Venexzuela indicates that the Bishop returned to ths US
at Miami, Florida on 9 December 1954 and 13 ‘August 19355, There 18 no
record of departure dates, or the actual country, or countries visitad.

9. When Bishop Brizgys first entered the US, he wae carrying Passa-
port No, 243 isesued to Bishop Vinceuzo Brirgys by the Vetican, Rome, Ytrl:
under date of 16 April 1947, and valid uatil 30 June 1953,

10. Bishop Brizgys waa naturalized as a U3 citizen at Chicago,
I11inoie on 1 April 1958, Certfiiicate nuwber 7884358, Petition number 380884
As of 17 November 1965, his veaidence {8 in the Holy Cross Hospital, 2701
Weat 6Bth Street, Chicago, Illinois 60029, This hospital is owned and
operated by the Sisters of St, Casimir, the vame Roman Catholic Re'fgious

Order which operates Mavia High School,
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1}, Informants state: that Bishop Brizgys (s wRll regarded
Chicago area, It is talicved that he was desiguated by the Pope 1
maintain coutact vith Lithuenlan refugees in rurope end North ood oo
Americae but, in 1964, responsibility for Lithuanian refugees {n Furop.
was given to another Biszhep., Blshop Brizgys may have contacts vith
Lithuanians in Argentina, Braril, Colombia and Veuezuacla, as well as
with those in the US and Canada.’ 'He {s uow in attendance at the Ecunmcn-
ical Council in Rowme, Whether or nmot he will return to Chicago im-
mediately after the Council ie adjourned on 8 December 1965, is unknown.

12, Three priests and two reporters from Lithuania are now {n Rome,
and it {e believed that Bishop Brizgys has been unsucceseful in hies =ffcrts
to secure information from them, One of the priests is believed to e
& Communist sympathizer, and the other twv priests ere afraid to discuss
the Lithuanian situation when anyono else is present, An unidentified
Roman Catholic priest now in Gary, Indlana, who was a classmate of ons
of the priests from Lithuania attending the Ecumenical Council, was &leo
unsuccessful 1in his efforts to get information from his classmste,

13. The following excerpts sre from letters, datad 27 Deceubsr 1962
‘and 1 February 1963, to the Honorable Robart Kennedy, US Attorney Genearal,
by Charles R. Allen, Jr,, 120 Grant Avenue, [Fast Rockaway, New York:

"Prelate Vincent Briegys, now Bishop Brizgys 6f Chicago, Illinois

"It has been charged that he is guilty of having collaborateu
with the Nagies during the porivd when by deliberate design the Germans
imposed the notorfous Ost Land 'formula' on the Baltic Countries of
Lithuania, Estonls and Latvia which openly aimed at exterminating ali
Jews, Gypsies and Slavs in that area."

"Ou page 4 of my Dec 27, 1963 letter to you, I noted the case
of Prelate Vincent Brizgys, now Bishop Brizgys of Chicago, XIllinois, and
charged with having comnf{tted war crimes in his nactive Lithuania. 1 anm
enclosing a photostatic copy of & top secret SS Oparation Report fssued
on Auguat 16, 1941 by the Chief of SIPO (Security Police) and tha SD
(Security Service) of the SS. This 85 report{ds baesed in turn from
other operational reports of the Nagi Einnatzgruppen {n Lithuania, aad,
in the description of the SS ceport by the United States Army'e Office cf
Chief of Counsel for War Crimes on March 27, 1947, dealt with pereecution
of Jews, atrocities agaiust civilians, annexation of conquered territory
and anti-Paxtiasan activity.
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"In summarizing the contens of this top secret S8 report, the
American prosecution at Nuresberg cowmmsnted #s follows: Page 16: Con-
cluding & report on religious affaire, it s stated that Bishop Brizyys
has forbidden all clergy to aid Jews in any way., Then follows under the
head of executive activity, a detailed liat of persons liquidated during
the 22 July tao 2 August - - - '

"I should like to note that upon the completion of this current
serics of articles of mine, they shall be reprinted in the form of a
pamphlet, Then, an extended, book-length treatment will be published
both here in this country and sbroad. 1 do hope that I shall be able to
secure the official position of your Department in these matters.'

14. The serfes of articles mentioned by Mr. Allen werc issued by
the Committoes Against Nazism and Anti-Semitism, voom 732, 1133 Broadway,
New York 10, New York,

15. Mr, Allen was adviged by the Office of the US Attofnay General
that Bishop Brizgys had acquired US citirenship and there ia no evidence

- upon which this citizenship may be revoked. Chicago area informants

scoffed at the allegation by Allen,

16, Efforts to secure a copy of the Allen pemphlet titled, 'Naci
War Criminsls in Qur Midst'', will be continued.

17, 6:, o », DCS, has had no contact with Bisliop
Vicentas Briggys. Request for security :clearence will be submitted
and, 1if cleared, Bishop Brizgys will be contacted upon his return to
Chicago from Rome, for whatever reportable fnformation he msy have. An
effort will also be made to identify and interview the priest in Cary,
Indiana mentioned in paregraph 12,
