3. ACENT FROSPECTS: We have contipued our newspsper advertising campaigo
during the quarter. The response to the several sdvertisements we placed
seeking part-time workers was subgtantial; about 100 replies were receilved.
Project Case Offjcers read the replies and sorted them intec categories of
desirabllity, and contacted those perasons who appeired most promiaing. This
program has continued to furnish a largs number of lesda. In eddition, we are
erploring now the possibility of reversing the process, by responding to woplk-
wanted ads in the newspapers as s means of finding suitable LLD candidates., WHe
are glso in the proceasa of establishing suitable new ODIBEX cover units, which
will be used for case officer batistopping and as malling addresses in
connection with approaches we definitely plan to make during the coming quarter
to PBPRIME citizens resident in the Frankfurt area. We have found a number of
qualified leads in this category through perusal of ODACID Frankfurt files. In
widition, we are golng to ask once more our existing CAPATON assets to rscommend

“,  OFFHER MAIL FACIIITIES: We regret to report that deapita our continuss
efforts, we were unable to cbtain additionel post office hozes durlng the sjuartss.
We ahall continue %o pursus aggressivaly this objective, however, ard it is
likely that we will be more successful when such facilltiass bucome avallable ot
ihe turn of the quarter {1 Coitober). In the coming gusriter we will diversify
our communicationa channels between the agenta and oursslves by using newly
estal:1? ahed and tharefors cloan wiilitary cover units snd their APQ faeilities.
and alro by aseigning sowe of our CABATONas to saefshousass which will be acquira?
solely for this purpcse and will not be used for sgent meetings.

<. SECURITY: ¥hile we are fully aware of the seourity implleations of

using a mass approach such as our nowspaper advertisemant ploy in the
acquisivlion of CABATON asssts, we bslieved that the raller heavy initlal
requirerants levied on us by HOB could not be salisfled by any other means, and
harefore decided to taks thias calculated risk. The relative wealiness of basin
our effort primerily con thls method was again rather forcefully brought home to
us by the CABATON/OB case. Another security threst to this means of operuiion
is posed by the very nusber of people who are pitched rs a result, a percentage
of whom have naturally refused recruitment. We have therefore decided to put
ranswed emphasis on diversification in our acquisition of leads, as outlirzd in
Paragraph 3 sbove. In addition, we are trying to increase the security of the
operation by the replacement of post office box facilities used by CABATONs 1n
outlying areas in tranamitting their mall, as described in Paragreph ¥, fsids
from the incident referred to above, we have no reason ta believe that the
pressnt feoclilities are not adequately secure.

6. FINANCE: The financial records show tmt{r' t&a spent during the
months of July and August., It 1s estimated that sl mociti $700.00 was
expanded during September.

7. DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING: We plan to intensify our testing of agenis
through sending an increased number of booby-trapped lettera to them. This will
serve pot only as & security measure but will slso raise the worale of those
agents who presently go from one menth to the next without receiving a letter.
In addition, handling test letters will keep fresh in these egents'minds the
procedures thay are to follow when recelving operational letters., We shall
continue our vigorous efforts to find and develop leads, while deemphasizing
somewhat the newspaper approach se a means of locating them, Our tentative goa.
18 to acquire approximateiy hen new CABATONs during the coming quarter. oo the
basis of past experience, we consider this numbsr to be the wlnimum needed to
fulfill our commuitments.,
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
