1living in Gerwany who appear ¢ligible for iaftial omtasts, acoording te the
eriteris whick we have established as negessary fer CABATON agents, These
considerable reseurces are as yet lergely untapped, but during the reporting
period Preject case offfeers made rivednitial cemtacts within this greup,
and requested FOAs on twe of these perséis, While a large percentage of
the people in this categery ocwmot be eensidered due te age, infirmity, or
the faot that they live with relatives amd thus de not possess private addres-
ses, the very size of the group offers smooursglig possibilities. We will
not, however, allow the Preject to becems too depemdsnt upon this group for
its agent imput; most of the best qualified agent prospsots omtinue to come
from the Gerdien population. We will continue during the next quarter o
systematic review of the mierofilms and will make initial osntaots with
more PEPRIMErs as tiose periits,

PACPLITIES:

As outlined in the Summary, the creation of the Opinion Research
Group syl the Seclclogloal amd Ecenomis Reports Unit and the subsequent
instruotion of all CABATON agemts living cutside Prankfurt te forward their’
opsratienal mail to thess units has greatly eased the task of servioing the
‘Prankfurt post office buxes. This, as well a8 a recent general review of
the ourrent usage of =ach bex, has permitted us te sither reloesate or erase
the operational assignments for some of the boxes. Ve have reduced the
nusbar of post offioe boxes held by FUB from 19 te 15. This is the lowest
pessible nueber of boxes with which we can presently manage consistent with
our wrrent operational demands, We hops in the future te further redude this
number, however, We intend to drop the other four boxes during the ceming
quarter, as soon as all operational assignmentsic them have been transferred.
The result is that most boxes now require less frequent servioing; where it
e took ten hours of case officer time per week te servioce all the baxes,
it now requires about four hours per week. Both cover unit addresses are
proving quite relisble. As an added mesans for inauring that all GABATON
sgents address their eover envelopes oorrectly (in English), each agent 1is
baing given a batch of preaddressed typewritten savelopes te use, Thus far
only CABATON-101, being a FRPRIEE citizen, has been g’lvon' the Sccioclogical
and Economic Reports Unit address, but we have tested this channel through
mass mailings and found 1t trustworthy.

As & weans v further speed the flow of operational mail threugh the
APO te JOE, we are axploring the possibility of reserving within the APO
a bloek :rput office bexes. In this case the address for each weuld be .
siwply, "Commanding Offiger, Box + APO 757, US Forves”. Such boxes are
scmetimes used in the APO by varieus organizations, both olassified and
unolassified, becauss thess units receive an abundance of mail whioh oan
thersby be mors easily sorted.

Although the sxpenses of this reporting
pericd do not fall under the Prejeot Renswal Request, we mention this to
indicate that steps have been taken to assure a more realistiec estimmte of

We have sstablished a proesdurs of furnishing Berlin Base with copies
of PRQ Parts I msid 1T on the CABATON agents who have bemn assigned in
suppert of their operatiems. This will enable BOB not only to become informed
of the bagkgrownds of these individuals but alse te be in a position te
instruct their agents te write meanimgful cever correspendence when trans-
mitting SW threugh their letters,

In order to maintain agent morale and to assure ourselves that
cpsratismal mail centinues te be properly handled by the agents, we envisage .
during the next quarter a greatly expanded test letter pregram. In the case
of agsnts whe currently receive very little operatismal mail, the handling
of test letters will serve 1o keep the agenta from forgetting the instructions
they reosived at the time of reoruitment, and ales to give tham the feeling
that they are wstill useful ceatractors, We are also arranging for other
Statisns to nail some test letters on our behalf from other Western countries,
thus diversifying the places of origin of the letters and canforming to the
osver atory originally given to the agents,

We intend alse during the coming quarter to seek ways to further reduce
our Frankfurt post office bex holdings wherever feasible, Finaily, we plan
te recruit beth German natimals and PEPRIME citizens living in Germany as
discussed abeve, at a mmthly rate of recruitment about equal to that main-
tained ovel the past several months.
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
