AGENT PROSPECT3:

5. Our major sources of CABATON agent leads ocontirms to be the two groups which
have been mentioned in previous progress reportst
newspaper advertissments sesking part-time work, and the sizeable group of German-
born, naturalized PRPRIME oitizens living in Germany who come to our attention

through consular registrations.

With regard to the first group, we systematically comb various German
newspapers sach week for suitable advertisements, and shifti our semphasis to
different cities from time to time in order teo bulld up agent coneentrations in
eaach of several loeations. In this manner we strive tc make the most economical
use of our ocase officer time. A lead whe lives in an cut-of-the-way location ia

thoss Jerwans who have placed
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usually dropped as not being worth a szsparate trip to visit him. We have found
that in order te sfficiently manage a projest employing 86 agsnts, we must be
diseriminating in o seleotion of agent prospects. Results from the newspaper
searches have been so rewarding that we have not had to fall back on the devioce
of plasing sdvertisements ourselves, a3 was ouce done.

Among the FRFRIME prospects, Borm Elesent, Duesseldor! continues to pass
on some of the leads located through consular registrations in that oity, while
CAVEIP of that Element aontacts others. During the quarter we sxtrasted data om
3= premising agent leads from the registration files of the FPBFRIME Consulate in

» & soaree which was mentioned in Reference. We have not yet centacted
any of these persens, however, as we have held sufficient leads from other sources.

In addition, other Bages within the German 3tation cocasicnally recommend
former agentis or contacts as being well suited for CAPATON, and some of these
peraons are subsequsntly approached for reoruitmsent.

Finally, as mentioned previously, soms CATRANSIT leads who have appeared
t¢ bs better material for CABATON have besn referred to us for further contagt.

OTHRR MALL FACILITIES:

6. During the reporting period we gave up six of the 16 Frankfurt post office
boxes we had held, after determining that there was no further operational need for
i’ any of them. As had been anticipated, this signifisantly reduced the amount of

case officer time formerly devoted to the regular servioing of the boxes. We hope
to be able to drop three of the remaining 11 boxes during the next quarter. There
will still be encugh post office boxss to satisfy future requirements for these
addresses, and we will be able to spend sven less time on their handling, since
those boxes looated in the more remote Frankfurt post offices will have been dropped.
We still servios the General Delivery address mentioned in the past, and during the
reporting period asmumed the handling of a seocond General Delivery address as well.

SECURITY:
T. There were no further developments during the quarter concerning the

strange letter received by CABATON/7H, which was desoribed in the Reference.' The
agsnt was terminated in July as a result of that inoident.

We have been unable to obtain any further clarification on the CATIDE
query aoncerning our Bex 2, AFQO 757 ocover address, also discussed in the Reference.
Another inquiry made through MIB brought the roply that CATIDE claimed they were

"still awaiting delivery from (a) field bass” of the "letter” whioh they alleged
had implicated the address. We will ask MIB to question CATIDE onoe mors, but
doubt whether we will learn anything further about the matter.

A sscurity incident ocourred late in June, after the Reference had been
written. CAWHIP of Duesgseldorf Operations Group was reported to the Dussseldort
Criminal Police by a CABATON prospect he had contacted, and was in fact apprehended
upon returning for a second vislt to the person. By the time CAWHIP was brought
inte the police station, however, the police had been notified through ODIBEX that
OAWHIFP was AIS. CAWHIP was irmediately released, and there were no further
diffioultiaes.

In September, | ___ was reported to the Criminal Police in
Easen by a mwan he had unsucsessfully tried to reoruit. Another police query
reached ug through ODPIBEX and Duesseldorf Operations Group, and the police were

duly notified of “Tarf1l1ation.
