d.	 The location of the W/T school has been changed as a result of the security
implications arising from the arrest of one of the WIT operators in the East
Zone; training has been resumed.

A.	 The possibility of establishinE a rear base at Kaiserlauten is under considera,
tion and an early decision is anticipated.
