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a. Aoction Reported by the Field:

The field requested that sn attempt be made to salvage some of the 40 East Zone
individuals who were formerly members of CATROWN and who were considered
"moontaminated” by a BOB/CART investigation of that projeot in late 1955. The
field has alsc requested that CAVERDICT, a former CAIROWN staffer be used as &
principal agent in this salvage operation. Contsot has already been made with
three of these East Zone residents and further assessment and testing of them has
been scheduled for the mantk of August. See also CACINNABAR monthly report.

The field has been asked to notify Headquarters when all obligatioms against
CATROWN have been reported. When such netification has been received, a formal
termination request for CATROWN will be sulmitted.

Hesdquarters has approved requests (see para 10 a above) from the field and
has suthorized the inclusien of these former CAIROWN assets inte Project CACINNABAR
in ocases where thw subjeots are deemed suitable as agent material. Name traces em
the three East Zoners have been rum end POA's requested for them umder CACINNABAR.
