The reasons for the arrest are not known, but 1t is puxathin at least
possible that they were connected with his istribution of CADROIT
material. MA had been arrested five years ago and sentenced at that time
to tizm three years for sconoaic smphwmmgmm sabotage and his furniture
store had been confiscated.

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C#RBO supposes that it provably came irom a Western-msktsmimsin orientedsx
menber of the VOPO or SFS who had ac-ess to intercepts on K. (COMMERNT:

It should be noted that
this could not hap.en very often, sinoe the SF° would have to know the
CADROIT covernmams assizned to the MA, which it had appfirently. learned
in this csse from the MA.

.forget the code word or mimm misuse it, or the person answering the
phone (Freu Rluhm in this case) would misuncerstand it. It should be resmembered
that the pe- .ons oeENERMNTNEXX receiving calls to C:DROIT are not necessarily
those who are fanmiliar with the Mir~—aimbtismstsssusxkimcher
The case officer thinks that hixkmxpubismschxsmessmtobionanosiuintixysacacheny
miiiex there zsy be no perfect solutiom to the problea.
