W Spitrel. The SFS DOES NOT KNOW THAT CADROIT FAS DISCOVERED

THE ATTEMPTED PENETRATION. Two types of control letters had beesn
included in the material given the mailer to mail from East Berlin.
Only one type (with W. Berlin retwrn addresses) had ever been
returned. The ixms relatively new type of control Mtter (with
return eddresses located in sumall villages located in the Fedrep
very near the border) had not bdeen returned. It was suspected that
the mailer might not bave besn sending all of his letters, or at
least that something was wronge Another maillsr was given the

task of surveilling the Spitszel. On the first attempt, the Spitzel
was observed getting his letters from the CAIROIT Volkswagen,

but succeeded in jumping from an S=Bein car too rapidly to be
followed further. This immlex incident repeated itself on the
second attempt. On the third observation, the Spitsel was followed
into East Berlin where, after appropriate chsnges of direction, etc.
he was picked up by a dark car bearing police nuaber, Discussirn
with CARBO showed following know of above details of cases
Symatathx Froelich (chief of Org.

COMMENT: There are many possibilities
which this case appears to possess. The Spitzel could be turned
over to an Azerican handler afted a suitable period, in order o
convince the SFS that they have the makings of a valuable penetration.
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He could be given various "Testing® uissions in thefDR which wuld
increas - in importance. After approx one year, he could thus
mxomnziseysd be considered as a tested courier (or other type)
agent whom the Americans consi.ered rsimimkimm reliabls. The
Spitselcould then be used for CADRMMNE purposes againat SiS or
other targets, either to destroy them, or, to force them to flee
to the West (for further exploitation there) due to the growing
suspicion of them in theEast.
