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SUMMARY

A belief that German defeat may
come much sooner than previously expected
expleins in considerable measure the cur-

rent surge of optimism in the United States.

Close observers of the German scene view
such optimism as unsupported by their esti-
metes of the Nazi domestic and military
situation.

Recent studies made in the
Coordinator's office reveal that the
British bombing campaign will probably have
o minor effect this year on the Nazl war
effort against Russia; thal the Germen oil

position remained substantially in balance

even during the invasion of Russia; and that
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optimistia Beltish eatimales of Qarman capu-
altles oen Lhe Ruanslan [ronl ave far too high,
On the homa front the allepged
d1ifferencea hatween tha Nawl Parby and
lKelahawehr are bellaved ne lenger to he an
iaaue of fundamental importance, Gormany's
food poaltion ia preobably oared for through
the year 1042-1043, The Nagla are aiready
in poageasion of a large and slgnificant pavl
of the Rusalan eoonomy. 'There 1a nu convinaw-

ing evidenoe thal Gemnan morale has been

aerlonaly impaired.

Regent (erman penco leelera are
probably a algn of atrenpth rather than waeake
neas. In the "eacupled countriea," ng repre=
sonted by ltaly, France, and Norway, the oon=
trolling authority (henee Nagl Influenca) deea
net eeem to be threatened in any serlous way.

Finally, & Judlelous use of propas=
gandé oan undoubtedly ba elfactive in widening

the fimsurea in the Gorman home front, once

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the situation has become sufficiently serious.

be far off, This veln of optimism hag do-
veloped despite the warning of the President
that the war will be long and that the prosg
should do its part by reduoing individual
vietoriegs to theip Proper proportions in the
larger pattern of the strugple, high point
Vios reached when Newsweek carried ags the title
of ita lead artisle: "Chance fop Vietory in
1942 Qauses Allieq Hopes to Soap,*
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It is very easy, however, to exag-

gorate the amount of damage which would be
done even if Anglo-American resources permit
a notably heightened tempo of attack. The
blitz on Coventry, most successful of all,
reduced the town's activity index, based on
electric power consumption, to 37 percent

of its previous level. But electric power
consumption had returned to normal in about
five or six weeks. The conclusion iz simple:

the most damaging blitz of the war must be

repeated every few weeks if the industrial
activity of the target ares is to be kept
down to a damaging level.

Bombing operations of thig type are,
noreover, relatively inefficient. An estimate
of British bombardment of individual factories
ag of the end of 1541 indicates that, of 100
plenes dispatched on misgions, 60 will reach

the target area, 12 will aotuslly find the

target, and of the latten 25 percent will

deliver bombs on the target. In other words,

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three percent of the bombs dispatohed will
actually find the target. Britigh experience
indjcates that 75 percent of the aircraft
assigned a bomber command will be fit to fly
at any one time, that thers will be crews
trained to man 50 percent of the total agsipned,
and that weather will permit bombardment opera-
tions on an average of six to seven nights a
month. Losses from day bombing are too high
‘ to meke that a regular practice. One British

THE GERMAN OIl. POSITION
Commentators and the bress generally
have indulged in consistently loose telk about
) the weakness of the German 0il position and

the "inevitability" of o Nazi military oam~

paign to aequire oil resources in the Caucasus

or elsewhere. A current study of the Coordina-
tor's office

reveals a very different p;ﬁtura.

~
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It conoludes that petroleum production and
consumption were in approximats balance even
during the CGerman offenaive of last fall,
when military oil requirements were at their
peak. At most the Nagis made only noglipible
withdrawals from stocks during that porioed.
From June to December of last year,
petroleum consumption of the (erman sround
and air forces on the Rastern Front probably

amounted to about 430,000 tons a month--around

300,000 tona of whioch were for the ground
forces alone. Combat vehioles accounted for
about 70 percent of this latter figure, supply
vehioles for the remainder. Divisions actively
engaged in oombat were responsible for more
than 90 percent of the ground force consump-
tion. Of the 130,000 tons consumed by the
air foroe, almost all was for planes rathep
than for the supply service.

During this same period, military

oonsumption elsewhere than on the Russian
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front amounted to about 225,000 tons a month,
with eivilian consumption 670,000 tons. The
consumption total of 1.3 million tons a month
ves only slightly larger than the estimsted
produstion rate. Thus petroleum production
end consuwmption were in approximate balance.

Although this report has not studied

the period from December, 1941, to March, 1942,
as carefully as the preceding period, it seems

unlikely that military consumption of petroleum
during the winter amounted to more than 420,000

tons a month, If civilian consumption continued

at the rate of 670,000 tons a month, total
oonsumption was approximetely 1,1 million tong--
as compered with a production of 1.3 million
tons. The conclusion is inescapable that
German petroleum stocks last winter were in-
creasing at a rate of approximately 200,000

tons a month.

GERMAN CASUALTIES ON THE RUSSIAN FRONT

Optimistic estimates of Germaa

Permanent casualties on the Russian frent,

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from Eritish and other souress, run as high

as 2,300,000, Thoe estimate of the Cooréina-

tor's office, however, is only about 1,250,000.

This figure is ungquestlionably a conservative
one, While these higher eatimates cannof be
swanerily diemise«1, 1t is believed that they
are based on total oasualty flpures which are
too high end that tife breakdowns of these
figures utilize percentages of killed, missinp,
and totally disabled which ara too high & pro-
portlon of total casuslties.

It should be noted that any estimate
of permanent losses does not include the ime
portant factor of men in hospitals. What

may be oalled the "hospital pool,” in a period

of larpge~scale offensive oparations such as

the campaign of last fall in Russin, probably
results in a constant drain of some 800,000 -
760,090 men on the strength of the Gearman armed
forces,

PARTY AND ARMY

Certain writers have emphasized what
they term a "fundamental opposition" between
the Party and the Army. But the old independent

Wehrmacht no longer exists. Since February 4,

1938 when Blomberg and Fritsch had to go, the

German army has been pretty effectively Nazi- {
fied from the top downward. For some years |
now the entire young manhood of Germany has

passed through the pre-military training en- . } 
trusted on January 19, 1939 to the SA. All
the younger classes now in the Army are the

products of Nazi training and educaticru.

Nothing is more certain than that the expan-
sion of the 4000 commissioned officers of the
old Reichswehr into the hundreds of thousands

purges, The hostile officers were pensioned
or gradually eliminated. Tt 5s safe to say
that few enemies of Hitler remain among the
higher officers.,

This is not to say that there is

no longer any irritation between these pro-

fesslonals and the new and more radien) Nazi
leaders. A General von Kleist might still
resign aftor a quarrel with Sepp Dietrich, the
ranking general of the SS-Combat Divisions.

It 1s also quite possible that the SSeCombat
Divisions were a minor issue in Hitler's
quarrel with the generals last sutumn.

Since these SS-Combat Divisions are
now being expandsd very eonaiderably, however,
it is not unreasonable to presume that the
high command is reconciled to their axiztence

THE GERMAN FOOD POSITION

The Ap»ll ohanpe in German rations

gave rise to optimistic somments in the preass,

even suggesting thal Nagl food shortapes mipght
soon be serious. A roeocent analysis of the
German food position by the Leonomios Divi-
slon of tho Coordinator's office, however,
suggoets a different situation, Germany's food
position appears to be cared for through the
yoar 1942-48, on tho assumption that the same

arons now avallable to her will ocontinue to he,

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Tt is only after the end of the calendar year

1043 that the situation mey become serious,
end to a considerable extent this too may be
avoided by a further reduction in rations,
particularly rations of fats and oils and,

in all probability, of meats. Such reductions
might still be made without dealing & body
blow to the efficiency of the Gorman military

and sconomic machine.

THE EXPLOITATION OF RUSSIAN RESOURCES

cortain commentators on the Russian
front have consistently emphasized the tremen-
dous diffioculties the Germans face in exploit-
ing the Soviet economy. This comment general-
1y fails to take into account the faot that
the Germans have been in possession of consid-
erable parts of that economy for meny months.
The Germens aotually begen their spreading oc-
oupstion of Soviet terrifory as far back as
June, 1941, and had occupied before the end
of November, all the Russian lands that they

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now eontrol. Thus the Germans have slready

been in cemmand of these cenquaered resouraes
for from five-and-a-half to eleven months,
depending upon the date of oceupation, reglen
by region.

After this oceupied zone had been
gomewhat radueed by the winter advance of
the Rasslan army, it still included about
50,000,000 hectares of cultivated land and
had had e peagetime productivity very roughly
egtimated at 18,000,000 metrie tons of coal,
16,000,000 metric tons of iron ore, 3,500,000
metrio tons of pig lron, 3,400,000 metrie tons
of steel inrots, 1,000,000 metric tons of
mengansse ore, and 32,000 metric tons of
alumirum. The occupled area also had numer-
ous largs elaotric powsr plants, as well as
the best developed railway net in the Sovietl
Union,

The pence=time capacity of this zone
was, of course, much reduced by Russian evacune

t1on of population, animals, and machinery, by
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deliberate Russian wrecking of equipment and
buildings, by damage resulting incidentally
from combat activity, and so on. Besides all
this, other conditions have operated to pre-
vent the Germans from utilizing to the full
the productive capacities that still remained
vhen they took over; among these, the most
important are perhaps the continued strain of
military activity on this front, and the dif-
ficulty of either operating or replacing the
collective system of agriculture. Yet there
is every reason to believe that long before
the end of this year the Germans will have
realized very considerable sconomic gains from
the lands that they have already occupied with-

in the frontiers of the Soviet Union.

CONSIDERATIONS OF GERMAN MORALE
Intimately allied to such considera-
tions as food rationing and bombing is the
problem of German morale. The view that

serious cracks have already appeared in the

P e T T S ey A SRR Y T K SR -
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morale front and that we can win the war by
propaganda is one of the favorite forms of
contemporary wishful thinking.

It is unquestionably “rue that the
German people, imbued with the notion that
they were embarking on a short war of brilliant
but inexpensive conquest, have been grievous-
ly disappointed. The reverses and serious
losses suffered by the German Army in Russia
must have had decp and disheartening effects
on all strata of the Gorman population, The
prospect of another winter of war, and per-
haps still another, is doubtless a niphtmare
to the great masses of the German people.,

On the other hand, thoere is no con-
vincing evidence that Cerman moralc has boeen
seriously impaired. A recent survey in the
Coordinator's office reveals widespread snup-
pert of the existing regime in word and deed.
There is grumbling and some dissidence among

the aged, women, Austrians, South Germans,

In the last war, the outstanding
spontanecus (ermen peace offer, that of Decem-
ber, 1916, oame when the Central Powors were
in a strong position, They had ocomplately
orushed the Rumanians. The Brusilov offen~
give on the Eastern Front had falled. And
on the Western Front, the Allied advance on
the Somme had in the previous month bogpmed
down in rain and mud.

gimilarly in this war, the only

olear-out German offer of peace came after

the whirlwind triumph in Poland. In the sum=
mer of 1940, after the fall of France, the
Nazi redio inforpelly suggested that Britain
might as well lay down her arms. Last Decem-
ber, after the disester at Pearl llarbor (and
when the Gorman check in Russie was less
gerious than meny people in this country be-
1ieved) the Nazis sgain allowed the impression

to pet ebroad that there was gerious dissension

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between tho Fuehrer and his penerals, and

that oertain elements in the Keich mirht be
ready for a nepotiated peace.

The second type of peace feelsr, the
"offar of desperation," is exemplified in
the initiatives of Emperor Charles of Austrias
in 1917 (Prince Sixtus affair), or of Luden-
dorff in the autumn of 1918, There is, however,
little apparent indication in any recent Nazi
peace feelers that the Germans find themselves
in & situation comparable to that of either
the spring or the fall of 1918, A more apt
somparison would probably be between the present
position of the Germans, and their situation

in late 1916 or early 1917. And such peace

feelers may be just as much a sign of strenpth
as was their offer of December, 1916.

Germen peace feelers in a period of
strength have significant propaganda values.
Whatever happens, they tend to confuse and
disorganize the Allied powers. If they are

The three fundamental forces in

Ttalian Life, namely, tho monarohy (ineluding

present government agalnst forelgn and domestic
enemies,

The foreign enomies include the
nations with which Italy is at war and may
aLlso inolude ltaly's ally, Germany, whoso

inoreasing power in the peninsula is a matter

of great oconasern to Italien ruling circles.
At the moment, this concern takes the form
of limiting Germen control in Italy rather
than of.repudiating the German alllance
which, from many points of view, has proved
helpful to Italy (as, for example, in the
Groek and North Afrioan campaigna). Curious-
ly enough, even in non-fascist or mild anti-
fascist oirsles, Mussolini is looked upon as
a bulwark against overbearing Gorman control

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The Snvoy Monapohy, with ite deep
roots in Itallan 1ife, still has aonsidernble
prestige among the people and sL1ll commnnds
the unquestioned loyalty of tho army. Tha
strongost olements in the nrmy appenr Lo bo
intaot and to be stlll In Italy. The monarchy
and the Capolst ropime need each other. To
be sure, even if the fancist verime ghoald
nll, the monarchy ocould hope to mnrvive be-
cause it might bo able to count on tho nrmy
and wide popular support.

ALl the abeve is subjeot to qualifion-
tion dictated by a constantly changing world
and Ttalian situation. The most important
qualification is this: the roturn of Laval
to power has oreated an "opening™ which affords

the bent opportunity for a diplomatic anti-Nagi

offensive in ITtaly since that ecountry entered

the war.
France

At least threo elementa in the current
French situation tend to discount optimistic
views of the early orystallization of Fronch
reslotance to the Nazls. [irat, the political
orientation of Laval remains undefined. Anthony
Eden belleves that Iaval 1z planning to lle low

for a time to qulet apprehensions in Amorioca as

.oe
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well as in France, according to a recent

statement. Laval probably hopes to mediate
between Washinpgton and Berlin and to acquire
enough prestige in the New Order to feather

his own nest and that of France. He will do
nothing about Vichy warships for a time, Eden
indicates, and neither contemplates nor desires
allowing Berlin to have them. This point of

view receives confirmation from the current

rumors that the Nazis, dissatified with Laval's
failure to plot a clearly collaborationist
course, may replace him with some outright
pro-German such as Doriot or Déat.

The second factor, a logical result
of the first, is a confusion ir. the minds of
the French people themselves. Reports from
Vichy suggest that certanin French civilian
and military authorities, although not in
sympathy with Laval himself, are still unwilling
to believe that he will pley the Germans' game
completely. This wishful thinking extends

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apparently even to a bollof that Laval is
oclaver enourh to be able to double-oross

the Nazis. Such a convietion, nccording to
General do Gaulle, may for the present lull
the French poople into a false sense of =mocur-
ity.

The third factor is an appnrent
dlsinelination for organizod rovoll on the
part of the French masses. A report from
Vichy suppests that the French people will
not dare to move until the Amerleans and
British have established a second {ront in
thelr country. Such a lack of initlative is
not unconnected with the food situation on the
continent of Lurope, where undernourishment
induoes acute dopression, listlessness, and
reneral lack of interest in Life. In the
opinion of the food oxperts of the Coordinator's
office, persons suffering from melnutrition
are not desporate men readily moved to rash

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However, as a recent study of the

Coordinator's office shows, all this opposi-
tion to Nazi rule and these preparations for
armed revolt, do not threaten Germany's present
stratepy in Soandinavia. It is the Quisling
government, not the German occupying forces,
which is embarrassed by the uncooperative-
ness of the Norwepian civilians. ‘he sabo-
tage activities of the Underground arc not

to be unleashed until Norway is inveded by

British or American forcss. Norwegisns, who
8ix menths ago looked forward to such an in-
vasion in ths spring of 1942, now hardly dare
hope for it this summer. Commando raids,
while in theory a reminder to the Norwepians
that they are not forgotten, have become ine
- reasingly embarrassing to the Underground,
since they offer an excellent oxcuse to the
Germans for widespread arrests in reprisal,
In any event, they are only local in character
and do not afford an opportunity for the Nor-

weglans themselves to hamper Hitlor's plans.,

increansed their forees in Norwny to elyht op

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THe GERMAY SITUATION IN 1918 AND 1942

-~ 20 -

Historians have long appreciated
the dangers of comparing seemingly similar
events ocourring at different periods. To
meny observers the last war appears "similar"
to this one, and the optimism of the present
moment even pretends to see in the events of
1042 a situation not too different from that
of 1918,

As a matter of fact, however, condi-
tions on the (German home front in 1916 were
distinetly different from those at present.
The Empire lacked the propaganda-police en-
vironment of the liazi state which has made

With further reference to my yesterday's
memorandum, I should 11ke to develop a little further
the thought expressed on page 4, paragraph (e).
Thinking ebout this jden 1ast night, 1t seemed to me that
this partlicular proposal concerning parachute troops in
Gerneny has the merit that it requires practically no
cooperation from anybody, and in one version of the pro-
.ject it requlres no action that we could not take ourselves.
What T mean is thls:

1. Suppose we gob the War Department o glve
out, or permit us to glve oubt, & story that & unit
composed of Germarn American volunteers 1s being trained
to be dropped at night by parachute in Germany in order
to commit sabotage. .

2. A little later, the names of some of\\
those who have volunteered are casually given out and
peferences made Lo the fact that several such units have

already been trained and that this is not the first one.

3. An outraged squawk could be arranged from
the War Department on the grounds that this information
had leaked out. Thile would insure its teing widely dis-
cuszed in Germany.

4, Through British or our Intelligence, weo
1earn that there has besn a train wreck or an explosion
somewhere in Germany, although this news has been withheld
from publication by the German authoritiles.

5, We immediavely announce that & few days
ago Amerlcan parachutists were dropped over & section of
Germany in which we know that this accldent has occurred.

6. A few days lator the news of the explosion
or accident comes cut of Germany. If 1t does not come out,
we can plant the story in one of the neutral countries.

An important contributor to the democratic Neue Volkszeltung
of New York is Dr. Hans von Hentig, who is now engaged in legal
research at the University of Colorado., He was formerly pro-
fessor of law &t Bonn University in his native Germeny. Tho-
roughly "Aryan," he nevertheless migrated to the United Statess
in 1935 because of profound disagreement with the Nszi regime,
He had not previously bsen active in politics., In the United
States he fesls 1t to be his duty, his friends say, to assist
in the anti-Hitler campaign snd to support the most clearly
anti-Hltler Germen newspaper. A well-informed felilow-German
deseribes him as a "modorate demcoratic conservative, a con-
vinced German, even if not nationalistilc."

Dr. von Hentig contributed to the May 9 issue of the Neue

The Jupanese, thersfore, would not seem to be in & moox! at present
whers propagands aould be offeotive. Furthermore, the charecteristios
of that people are so imsutable that it is diffioult to belleve that alien
thought and argument oan ever make their appeal,

In Geruwany, on the other hand, the ground would seenm to be much more
fortile. Pirat, the German people are highly mystio; they readily asoept
nev idews. They have no brakes in humor or sommon sense on the reaches of
their 1doas, #o that their resulting philosophy frequently develops into
the grotesque of exuggeration. Thus thay fluotuate more widely in the
pattern of thele philosephy than any race I kuow of. BSeoorl, they have

enocuntered & govers wilitary cheok in Ruswia. Their losses have bean

heavy and they have glven osonnlderable ground. Further, Hitler has as-

sumad suprens command at just this moment and thus han made himself re-

sponalble for military remults, and responsible bofore a warrior race who

have held thelr General Etaft alnost in reverence for hundreds of years.

To suoh & raoe, 15 aust be staggering to have a lanoe-gerporal move in on
the supreme teohnloul oomwand,

It would appear, therefore, that it 4s essential at the noment to

Windsehuh in purticular
is maging strenuous e.forts to reconcile industrialists,
who want nothlng so much as free enterprise, with the
contrulled econony of tne Nazl regime.

This article appeared shortly after a speeclhi by
Dr. Tuuws in K8nilgsberg on November 7, 1941.
