informution. My first reuson for writing this letter t> you,
Col. Dunovan, is to congratulute you on the good work

from the very sturt off. My second is my p: rsonal thanks, and
my thanks in behalf of the 99X of the Danish people who

are resisting and ridiculing the whole Nazi egotism, and the
whole gung. I could tell you a lot ol examples about the piti-
ful picture the Nazl solulers and oft'icers make in their
atteapt to make friends with the Danes. They sturt out to

tell them that they regard the Danes as equal to themselves
whilch the Nazis thought to be the greutest compliment they
could glve tu any nution, but it did not pleuse the Danes, they
were accustomed to law and order, they had their bullot anc
believed in fighting the uvemocruatic way.

After having read Paul Hagen's interview in "PM" of April 13th
I think it necassary to add what I heard ol P.H.'s recent atii-
tude, In my last memo I simply tried to show that, judging from
?13 past, he is not fit to do the things he wunts to do in the
uture.

During the lust two months friends of P,H. told me thut he
hus fortitied his position u great deal. They sald that he has
been taken up seriously by the right wing oi the C.I.0. 8ome
of his leftist friends were worried because he gave the lupres-
sion of having changed his opinions u great deal. They suid
that suadenly he is anti-Russian, He has expressed strong anti-
Communist feellngs. Up to recentiy he was alwuys very careful
¢n that scora. He always scemed to have lel't a door open.

A very intimate friend of P.H. who has been particulariy
close to him for <5 years toid me thal he has become an op-
portunist snd money-uinded. He attributed 1t to P.H.'s recent
successes with the right-wing C.I1.0. leaders.

Kuowlng P.H., I am sure tnut he never would have given
the interview to "PM" unless he l'ell sure ol himsell, sure
that he had a4 strong enough backing Lo ultuck 0BS5S and uhe
dlate LDepartaent.

I was told thut the recent dinner ot the Hotel iitatler in
Washington on behal!l of the awericun Friends ol German Freedom
wus the opening ol a new and intensified and purgposerul
Hagen camp.ign. The right-wing CIO leuders were prasent at
the ainner. Wrs, Roosevell and Philipp Murray (CI0) were among
the speakcrs. Reinhold Niebuhr, who praesilded, referred to
Murray as "the principal speager'. (Incldentally, Niebuhr is
supposed Lo leave for England 1n . wuek or so. Hagen Lold a
newspuperman that in two to three months! time he would tell
nim a "pig story" concerning « Joint German refugee movement
in Britain and tho U.8.A. He sald thst someone close to him
wuulg g0 to England and be buck in twe or three months trom
flow.
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David Shaw‘took part at the dinner at the Statler. He
and a’ friend of 'mine commented on the euphoric state of mind of
Hagen's at the dinner.

l. Anna Caples, who 14 an American citisen,
would be aent to Switzerland., Her pasaport would have
to be 1ssued under her maiden name, LLOYD, or a fic-
titious neme, since the name of CAPLES is too much
identified with that of HAGEN. Migss Caples could
travel as a atenographer or secretary since she is
equipped to do this tggo of work. 1In Switzerland she
would be able to aata ish contact with reliadble tra-e
unionists and with other people krown to the Xa on
group who have contacts in and communication with
Germnnz.

In Unoccupied France Ehrman,As well known
to many reliable trade unionists, would reestablish
contact with them and in all probability would also
go into Occupied France. There the Hagen group claims
to have oexcellent contacts, includirg tw members of
the German Army whose vork carries them from Occupied
France to Germany and back. Ehrman also proposes to
make arrangements to ssend certain members of the
Hazen group in France into Germany as volunteers in
the Labor Divisions which the Nazis are recruiting
among French workmen so as to enable them to go
inside Germany, reestablish contacts and make reports
of what is going on inside Germany.

3. It is proposed to send Tower to Sweden.
Tower, who is a German, lived in Norway and was vested
with Norwegian citizenship for special services ren-
dered to the Norwegian government. He will have to
be provided with fictitious papers since he wuld be
known under his name to the Swedish government for his
activities in Norway. In Sweden Tower would perform
a similar function as that to be performed by Mias
Caples in Switzerland. In addition, he would prob-
ably go into Norway and reestablish direct communica-
tions with the underground groups there.

4. Hagen himself, if we can arrange fcr his
reentry into the United States in the event his mission
1s successful and if we can give him appropriate papers,
would go to Switzerland and,after reestablishing com-
munications with his group through intermediaries and
contacts in Switzerland, would go into Germany.

S. Miss Ellasberg would be the report center
in the United States and for this purpose a small
office would have to be set up here in New York.
